     Commander Wedge Antilles would have preferred the ceremony to be private. Rogue Squadron had come to mourn the passing of one of its own on the week anniversary of his death. Wedge wanted the gathering to be small and intimate, with Corran Horn's friends all being able to share remembrances of him, but that was not possible. Corran's death had come during the liberation of Coruscant. That made him a hero from a company of heroes, and while a small memorial might have been what Corran himself would have wanted, it was not heroic enough for a figure of his posthumous stature. Even though Wedge had known things would not go

     quite the way he wanted, he had not anticipated how out of control they would get when he requested permission to hold the ceremony. He had expected a number of dignitaries would come to the pseudogranite barrow that marked where Corran had died when a building collapsed on top of him. He even anticipated people lining the balconies and walkways of nearby towers. At the very Worst he imagined people might gawk from the beds of hovertrucks. 

     His imagination paled beside that exercised by the bureaucrats who organized the memorial service. They took a 2 / STAR WARS X-WING THE KVTOS TRAP / 3

     ceremony based on heartfelt grief and made it into the focal point of mourning for the entire New Republic. Corran Horn was a hero--this they proclaimed loudly--but he was also a victim. As such he represented all the victims of the Empire. It didn't matter to them that Corran would have rejected being labeled a victim. He had been transformed into a symbol--a symbol the New Republic needed badly. Rogue Squadron likewise underwent iconization. The unit's pilots had always worn orange flightsuits in the past, or, as supplies became harder and harder to find, whatever had been handy. Corran's flightsuit had been green, black, and grey, since he'd brought it with him from the Corellian Security Force. In homage to him, that color scheme was used to create new uniforms for the squadron evergreen overall, with dark grey flank panels, black sleeves, leg stripes, and trim. On the left sleeve and breast rode the Rogue Squadron crest. It had also appeared on the evergreen hawkbilled caps designed by a Kuati, but Wedge had vetoed their addition to the uniform. 

     The makeup of the Squadron had also been adjusted. Asyr Sei'lar, a Bothan pilot, and Inyri Forge, the sister of a dead squadron member, had both been added to the squadron. Wedge would have gladly welcomed them, and they had been crucial to the success of the mission to liberate Coruscant, but they had been pressed upon him for political reasons. Likewise, Portha, a Trandoshan, had been made a member of the squadron despite his inability to fly. He was attached to the unit as part of a previously nonexistent security detail. Each of them was appointed by bureaucrats as a reward to various constituencies in the New Republic, and Wedge hated their objectification. 

     The ceremony grew out of all proportion until special grandstands had to be grafted to the nearby buildings and color-coded for the various levels of access people were to be accorded. Holocams had been stationed at various positions so the ceremony could be recorded and replayed on countless worlds. Despite the very real fears about contracting the highly contagious Krytos virus, the stands were packed to overflowing. 

     He looked up from his position on the reviewing stand and out at Rogue Squadron. His people were bearing up well despite the bright sunlight and unseasonably warm weather. The recent rains had raised the general level of humidity until clothing clung and the very air lay like a smothering blanket over everyone. The thick air seemed to deaden sounds and suppress emotions, and Wedge was tempted to allow himself to imagine that Coruscant somehow also mourned Corran's passing. 

     In addition to the members of Rogue Squadron, Cor

     ran's other friends stood on the platform nearest the barrow. Iella Wessiri, a slender, brown-haired woman who had been Corran's CorSec partner, stood next to Mirax Terrik. Despite being the daughter of a notorious Corellian smuggler, Mirax had managed to become friends with Corran. Mirax, who had known Wedge since they had both been kids, had tearfully confided in him that she and Corran had planned to celebrate the liberation of Coruscant together. He could see she'd fallen hard for Corran, and the lifeless expression on her face made his heart ache. 

     The only one who is missing is Tycbo. Wedge frowned. Captain Tycho Celchu was a long-standing member of Rogue Squadron who had served as the squadron's executive officer. He'd surreptitiously joined the mission to Coruscant at Wedge's request and had been instrumental in bringing the planet's defenses down. His action was the latest in a string of heroic missions Tycho had carried off during his Rebel career. 

     Unfortunately, Alliance Intelligence had developed evidence that indicated Tycho was working for the Empire. They blamed him directly not only for Corran's death, but for the death of Bror Jace, another Rogue Squadron pilot who had died early on in the Coruscant campaign. Wedge had not been fully apprised of what the evidence was that they had against Tycho, but he did not doubt the man's innocence for a second. Still, his innocence might mean nothing in the long run. 

     In spite of the liberation, Coruscant was not a pleasant or stable world. A hideous epidemicrathe Krytos virus--was ravaging the non-human population of the planet. It had struck at the non-humans in the Rebellion and was hard enough on some species that even coming down to the planet was an act of extreme bravery. Bacta, as usual, could cure the virus, but the Rebellion's entire store of bacta was insufficient to cure everyone. This resulted in panic, and resentment against humans for their apparent immunity to the disease. The memorial service had become an important event because Coruscant's population needed something to unite them and to get their minds off their suffering, even if only for a moment. The fact that Rogue Squadron had humans and non-humans working together in it showed the strength of unity that had allowed the Rebellion to prevail. Nonhumans coming together along with dignitaries from various other worlds to mourn a dead human acknowledged the debt the Rebels owed humans. Speakers devoted themselves to exhorting their fellows to labor together in building a future that would justify the sacrifices made by Corran and others. Their words raised things to a philosophical or metaphysical level meant to soothe away the anxieties and worries of the citizens. 

     Those were noble messages, to be certain, but Wedge felt they were not the right messages for Corran. He tugged on the sleeves of his uniform jacket as a Bothan protocol subaltern waved him forward. Wedge stepped up to the podium and wanted to lean heavily upon it. Years of fighting and saying good-bye to friends and comrades weighed him down--but he refused to give in to fatigue. He let his pride in the squadron and his friendship with Corran keep him upright. He looked around at the crowd, then focused on the mound of pseudogranite rubble before him. "Corran Horn does not rest easy in that grave." Wedge paused for a moment, and then another, letting the silence remind everyone of the true purpose of the ceremony. "Corran Horn was never at ease except when he was fighting. He does not rest easy now because there is much fighting yet to be done. We have taken Coruscant, but anyone who assumes that means the Empire is dead is as mistaken as Grand Moff Tarkin was in his belief that Alderaan's destruction would somehow cripple the Rebellion." 

     Wedge brought his head up. "Corran Horn was not a man who gave up, no matter what the odds. More than once he took upon himself the responsibility of dealing with a threat to the squadron and to the Rebellion. Heedless of his own safety, he engaged overwhelming forces and by sheer dint of will and spirit and courage he won through. Even here, on Coruscant, he flew alone into the heart of a storm that was ravag ing a planet and risked his life so this world would be free. He did not fail, because he would not let himself fail. 

     "Each of us who knew him has, in our hearts, dozens and dozens of examples of his bravery or his concern for others, or his ability to see where he was wrong and correct himself. He was not a perfect man, but he was a man who sought to be the best he could be. And while he took pride in being very good, he didn't waste energy in displays of rampant egotism. He just picked out new goals and drove himself forward toward them." Wedge slowly nodded toward the rubble pile. "Corran is now gone. The burdens he bore have been laid down. The responsibilities he shouldered have been abandoned. The example he set is no more. His loss is tragic, but the greater tragedy would be letting him be remembered as a faceless hero mouldering in this cairn. He was a fighter, as all of us should be. The things he took upon himself might be enough to crush down any one person, but we all can accept a portion of that responsibility and bear it together. Others have talked about building a future that would honor Corran and the others who have died fighting the Empire, but the fact is that there's fighting yet to be done before the building can begin. 

     "We have to fight the impatience with the pace of change that makes us look nostalgically on the days of the Empire. Yes, there might have been a bit more food available. Yes, power outages might have been fewer. Yes, you might have been insulated from the misery of others--but at what cost? The security you thought you had froze into an icy lump of fear in your gut whenever you saw stormtroopers walking in your direction. With the liberation of Coruscant that fear can melt, but if you forget it once existed and decide things were not so bad under the Emperor, you'll be well on your way to inviting it back." 

     He opened his hands to take in all those assembled at the monument. "You must do what Corran did fight anything and everything that would give the Empire comfort or security or a chance to reassert itself. If you trade vigilance for complacency, freedom for security, a future without fear for comfort; you will be responsible for shaping the galaxy once again into a place that demands people like Corran fight, always fight and, eventually, fall victim to evil. 

     "The choice, ultimately, devolves to you. Corran Horn will not rest easy in his grave until there is no more fighting to be done. He has done everything he could to fight the Empire; now it is up to you to continue his fight. If he is ever to know peace, it will only be when we all know peace. And that is a goal every one of us knows is well worth fighting for." 

     Wedge stepped back from the podium and steeled himself against the polite applause. Deep down he would have hoped his words had been inspiring, but those gathered around the memorial were dignitaries and officials from worlds throughout the New Republic. They were politicians whose goal was to help shape the future others of their number spoke about. They wanted stability and order as a foundation for their constructions. His words, reminding everyone that fights were yet to be waged, undercut their efforts. They had to applaud because of the situation and who he was, but Wedge had no doubt most of them thought him a politically naive warrior best suited to being a hero who was feted and used in holograph opportunities to support this program or that. He could only hope that others listening to what he had to say would take his message to heart. The politicians required stability, and the way they acquired stability was to ignore instability or patch it over with some quick fix. The citizens of the New Republic would find their politicians as distant as the Imperial politicians before them. With their new-won freedom, the people would be able to let their leaders know what they thought, and might be tempted to protest if things did not move swiftly enough in the direction the people wanted. 

     A rebellion against the Rebellion would result in anarchy or a return of the Empire. Either would be disaster. Fighting for progress and against reactionary forces was the only way to guarantee the New Republic would get a chance to flourish. Wedge dearly wanted that to happen and hoped the politicians would look past their efforts to gather power to themselves long enough to take steps to provide real stability and a real future. Over at the grave site an honor guard raised the squadron flag, then backed away and saluted. That signaled an end to the ceremony, and the visitors began to drift away. A cream-furred Bothan with violet eyes crossed to where Wedge stood and nodded ahnost graciously. "You were quite eloquent, Commander Antilles." Borsk Fey'lya waved a hand toward the departing masses. "I have no doubt quite a few hearts were stirred by your words."

     The Bothan snoted a clipped laugh. "If I were so easily swayed, l could be convinced to back all sorts of nonsense."

     "No, I might be convinced that such a trial was not necessary." He smoothed the fur back down with his right hand. 

     "Admiral Ackbar has not convinced you to abandon your petition to the Provisional Council about this matter?" 

     "No" Wedge folded his arms across his chest. "I would have thought by now you would have engineered a vote to deny me the chance to address the council." 

     "Summarily dismiss a petition by the man who liberated Coruscant?" The Bothan's violet eyes narrowed. "You're moving into a realm of warfare at which I am a master, Commander. I would have thought you wise enough to see that. Your petition will fail. It must fail, so it shall. Captain Celchu will be tried for murder and treason." 

     "Even though he is innocent?" 

     "Is he?" 

     "He is." 

     "A fact to be determined by a military court, surely." Fey'lya gave Wedge a cold smile. "A suggestion, Commander." 

     "Yes?" 

     "Don't waste your eloquence on the Provisional Council. Save it. Hoard it." The Bothan's teeth flashed in a feral grin. "Use it on the tribunal that tries Captain Celchu. You'll not gain his freedom, of course--no one is that eloquent; but perhaps you will win him some modicum of mercy when it comes time for sentence to be passed."

     High up in a tower suite, up above the surface of Imperial Center, Kirtan Loor allowed himself a smile. At the tower's pinnacle, the only companions were hawk-bats safe in their shadowed roosts and Special Intelligence operatives who were menacing despite their lack of stormtrooper armor or bulk. He felt alone and aloof, but those sensations came naturally with his sense of superiority. At the top of the world, he had been given all he could see to command and dominate. And destroy. 

     Ysanne Isard had given him the job of creating and leading a Palpatine Counter-insurgency Front. He knew she did not expect grand success from him. He had been given ample resources to make himself a nuisance. He could disrupt the functioning of the New Republic. He could slow their takeover of Coruscant and hamper their ability to master the mechanisms of galactic administration. A bother, minor but vexatious, is what Ysanne lsard had intended he become. Kittan Loor knew he had to become more. Years before, when he started working as an Imperial liaison officer with the Corellian Security Force on CoreIlia, he never would have dreamed of finding himself rising so far and playing so deadly a game. Even so, he had always been ambitious, and supremely confident in himself and his abilities. His chief asset was his memory, which allowed him to recall a plethora of facts, no matter how obscure. Once he had seen or read or heard something he could draw it from his memory, and this ability gave him a gross advantage over the criminals and bureaucrats with whom he dealt. His reliance on his memory had also hobbled him. His prodigious feats of recall so overawed his enemies that they would naturally assume he had processed the information he possessed and had drawn the logical conclusions from it. Since they assumed he already knew what only they knew, they would tell him what he had not bothered to figure out for himself. They made it unnecessary for him to truly think, and that skill had begun to atrophy in him. 

     Ysanne Isard, when she summoned him to Imperial Center, had made it abundantly clear that learning to think and not to assume was the key to his continued existence. Her supervision made up in severity what it lacked in duration, putting him through a grueling regimen that rehabilitated his cognitive abilities. By the time she fled Imperial Center, Isard had clearly been confident in his ability to annoy and confound the Rebels. More importantly, Kirtan Loor had become certain that he could do all she wanted and yet more. 

     From his vantage point he looked down on the distant blob of dignitaries and mourners gathered at the memorial for Corran Horn. While he despised them all for their politics, he joined them in mourning Horn's loss. Corran Horn had been Loor's nemesis. They had hated each other on CoreIlia, and Loor had spent a year and a half trying to hunt Corran down after he fled from CoreIlia. The hunt had ended when Ysanne Isard brought Loor to Imperial Center, but he had anticipated a renewal of his private little war with Horn when given the assignment to remain on Coruscant. Of course, Corran's demise hardly made a dent in the legion of enemies Loor had on Imperial Center. Foremost among them was Gen eral Airen Cracken, the director of Alliance Intelligence. Cracken's network of spies and operatives had ultimately made the conquest of the Imperial capital possible, and his security precautions had given Imperial counterintelligence agents fits for years. Cracken---or Kraken, as some of Loor's people had taken to calling the Rebel--would be a difficult foe with whom to grapple. Loor knew he had some other enemies who would pursue him as part of a personal vendetta. The whole of Rogue Squadron, from Antilles to the new recruits, would gladly hunt him down and kill him--including the spy in their midst since Loor presented a security risk for the spy. Even if they could not connect him with Corran's death directly, the mere fact that Corran hated him would be a burden they'd gladly accept and a debt they would attempt to discharge. Iella Wessiri was the last of the CorSec personnel Loor had hunted, and her presence on Imperial Center gave him pause. She had never been as relentless as Corran Horn in her pursuit of criminals, but that had always seemed to Loor to be because she was more thorough than Horn. Whereas Corran might muscle his way through an investigation, Iella picked up on small clues and accomplished with lan what Corran did with brute strength. In the shadow game in which Loor was engaged, this meant she was a foe he might not see coming, and that made her the most dangerous of all. Loor backed away from the window and looked at the holographic representation of the figures below as they strode across his holotable. The ceremony had been broadcast planetwide, and would be rebroadcast at various worlds throughout the galaxy. He watched Borsk Fey'lya and Wedge Antilles as they met in close conversation, then split apart and wandered away. Everyone appeared more like toys to him than they did real people. He found it easy to imagine himself a titanic--no, Imperial--presence who had deigned to be distracted by the actions of bugs. 

     He picked up the remote device from the table and

     flicked it on. A couple of small lights flashed on the black rectangle in his left palm, then a red button in the center of it glowed almost benignly. His thumb hovered over it for a second. He smiled, but killed the impulse to stab his thumb down and gently returned the device to the table. 

     A year before he would have punch6d that button, detonating the explosives his people had secreted around the memorial. With one casual caress he could have unleashed fire and pain, wiping out a cadre of traitorous planetary officials and eliminating Rogue Squadron. He knew, given a chance, any of the SI operatives under his command would have triggered the nergon 14 charges--as would the majority of the military command staff still serving the Empire. Loor did not. lsard had pointed out on numerous occasions that before the Empire could be reestablished, the Rebellion had to die. She had pointed out that the Emperor's obsession with destroying the Jedi Knights had caused him to regard the rest of the Rebellion as a lesser threat, yet it had outlived the Jedi and the Emperor. Only by destroying the Rebellion would it be possible to reassert the Empire's authority over the galaxy. Destroying the Rebellion required methods more subtle than exploding grandstands and planets, accomplishing with a vibroblade what could not be done with a Death Star. 

     Rogue Squadron could not be allowed to die, because they were required for the public spectacle of Tycho Celchu's trial. General Cracken had uncovered ample evidence that pointed toward Celchu's guilt, and Loor had delighted in clearing the way for Cracken's investigators to find yet more of it. The evidence would be condemning, yet so obviously questionable that the members of Rogue Squadron--all of whom had indicated a belief in Tycho's innocence at one level or another--would decry it as false. That would increase the tension between the conquerors of Imperial Center and the politicians who slunk in after the pilots had risked their lives to secure the world. If the heroes of the Rebellion could doubt and resent the government of the New Republic, how would the citizenry build confidence in their leaders? The Krytos virus further complicated things. Created by an Imperial scientist under Loor's supervision, it killed nonhumans in a most hideous manner. Roughly three weeks after infection, the victims entered the final, lethal stage of the disease. Over the course of a week the virus multiplied very rapidly, exploding cell after cell in their bodies. Their flesh weakened, sagged, and split open while the victims bled from every pore and orifice. The resulting liquid was highly infectious, and though bacta could hold the disease at bay or, in sufficient quantities, cure it, the Rebellion did not have access to enough bacta to treat all the cases on Coruscant. The price of bacta had shot up and supplies dwindled. People hoarded bacta and rumors about the disease having spread to the human population caused waves of panic. Already a number of worlds had ordered ships from Imperial Center quarantined so the disease would not spread, further disrupting the New Republic's weak economy and eroding its authority. It did no good for human bureaucrats to try to explain the precautions they had taken for dealing with the disease since they were immune, and that immunity built up resentment between the human and non-human populations within the New Republic. 

     Loor allowed himself a small laugh. He had taken the precaution of putting away a supply of bacta, which he was selling off in small lots. As a result of this action, anxious Rebels were supplying the financing for an organization bent on the destruction of the New Republic. The irony of it all was sufficient to dull the omnipresent fear of discovery and capture. 

     There was no question in his mind that to be captured was to be killed, yet he did not let that prospect daunt him. Being able to turn the Rebels' tactics back on them struck him as justice. He would be returning to them the fear and frustration Imperials everywhere had known during the Rebellion. He would strike from hiding, hitting at targets chosen randomly. His vengeance would be loosely focused because that meant no one could feel safe from his touch. He knew his efforts would be denounced as crude terrorism, but he intended there to be nothing crude about his efforts. Today he would destroy the grandstands around the memorial. They would be nearly empty, and all those who had left the stands would breath a sigh of relief that they had not been blown up minutes or hours earlier; but everyone would have to consider congregating in a public place to be dangerous in the future. And if he hit a bacta treatment and distribution center tomorrow, people would also have to weigh obtaining protection from the virus against the possibility of being blown to bits. By choosing targets of minimal military value he could stir up the populace to demand the military do something. If the public's ire focused on one official or another, he could target that person, giving the public some power. He would let their displeasure choose his victims, just as his choices would give direction to their fear. Theirs would be a virulent and symbiotic relationship. He would be nightmare and benefactor, they would be victims and supporters. He would become a faceless evil they sought to direct while fearing any attention they drew to themselves. 

     Having once been on the side attempting to stop an antigovernment force, he could well appreciate the difficulties the New Republic would have in dealing with him. The fact that the Rebellion had never resorted to outright terrorism did not concern him. Their goal had been to build a new government; his was merely to destroy what they had created. He wanted things to degenerate into an anarchy that would prompt an outcry for leadership and authority. When that call went out, his mission would be accomplished and the Empire would return. 

     He again took up the remote control and returned to the window. Down at the memorial he could see small pinpricks of color that marked passersby on their way to and from other places. He glanced at the holograms striding across his holotable and saw that none of the people were of consequence. He followed the course of one woman, allowing her to clear the blast radius, then pressed the button. A staccato series of explosions went off sequentially around the memorial. To the south the grandstands teetered forward and started to somersault their way into the depths of Imperial Center. A half-dozen people who had been seated on them fell like colorful confetti. One actually grabbed the edge of the platform next to the barrow and hauled himself up to safety, but a subsequent blast tossed him back into the pit from which he had narrowly escaped. 

     Other explosions twisted metal and shattered transparisteel windows in the surrounding buildings. Grandstands clung to the sides of buildings like mutilated metal insects with bleeding, moaning people clutched in their limbs. Dust and smoke cleared to show the central ferrocrete ring around the memorial had been nibbled away, with a huge chunk of it dangling perilously by a reinforcement bar or two. Loor finally felt the blast's shockwave send a tremor through his tower. The hawk-bats flapped black wings to steady themselves, then dropped away from their perches. Wings snapped open, sending the creatures soaring into a slow spiral that would take them down to the blast site. Loor knew enough of them to know the hawk-bats would first look to see if the holes in the buildings revealed previously hidde n granite slugs, but when deprived of their favorite prey, they would settle for the gobbets of flesh left behind by the victims. 

     "Good hunting," he wished them, "eat your fill. Before I am done there will be more, much more for you to consume. I shall let you feast on my enemies, and together, here on a world they call their own, we shall both thrive." 3

     It seemed to Wedge that the mood of the Provisional Council was as dark as the room in which they met and as sour as the scent of bacta in the air. The dimly lit chamber had once been part of the Senatorial apartments Mon Mothma had called home before the Rebellion and her role in it forced her to go underground. It had been redecorated in garish reds and purples by Imperial agents, with green and gold trim on everything, but the paucity of light quelled the riot of color. A desire to hide signs of Imperial occupation of the apartments was not the reason for keeping the room dim. Sian Tevv, the Sullustan member of the Provisional Council, had been exposed to the Krytos virus. While there was no evidence he had contracted the disease, he had undergone preventative bacta therapy and had some residual sensitivity to bright light. The Council made a concession to him by lowering the light, and another to the non-human members of the Council by circulating a light bacta mist through the air to prevent possible contagion. This increased humidity seemed to please no one, save perhaps Admiral Ackbar, but he looked grim for his own reasons. 

     Primarily because I'm actually here. Wedge knew his petition was doomed to fail--Borsk Fey'!ya had said as much at the memorial ceremony, and various other councilors had repeated the warning in the two days since then, including Admiral Ackbar and Princess Leia Organa. In fact, Wedge knew, the only reason he was being given a chance to address the Council was because of his status as a liberator of Cornscant. The Council had arranged three long tables in a halfhexagonal formation, with Mon Mothma in the middle, flanked by Princess Leia and Corellia's Doman Beruss. Ackbar and Fey'lya anchored the far ends of the two angled tables. This left Wedge to stand in the open area before the Council, as if he were on trial. This is exactly what Tycho will face if I do not succeed here today; therefore, I must succeed. 

     Mon Mothma inclined her head toward him. "I need not introduce to you a man who has appeared before this Council previously and who has been so instrumental in the New Republic's success. Because Commander Antilles may end up discussing highly sensitive material, this will be an executive session of the Provisional Council. Everything said here is confidential, and reporting of it will result in possible criminal charges." 

     Doman Beruss smiled. "Ah, to have cases before we have a Judiciary, now that is civilization!" 

     Even Mon Mothma smiled at the remark, then set her face again into a mask of solemnity. "Please, Commander, speak your mind." 

     Wedge took a deep breath, then began. "I have come here today to ask you to prevent a gross injustice from being enacted. Captain Tycho Celchu has been arrested and will be tried on murder and treason charges. The evidence against him--what little of it I know about--is circumstantial and weaker than the defenses Ysanne Isard left behind here. Tycho is a hero of the Rebellion. If not for his efforts, we would not be here right now, and I would be dead. The man he's accused of killing is someone whose life Tycho saved on numerous occasions--Corran would have long since been dead if Tycho wanted him dead. Tycho is innocent, and to put him through this trial after all he has endured would be cruelty on a truly Imperial scale." 

     Mon Mothma nodded slowly. "I appreciate your frankness, Commander, and have no doubt you believe everything you've told us. Before we can make any sort of decision, it would be useful for us to have a better grasp of the facts surrounding the situation." She pointed to a green-eyed man whose hair had shifted from its original red to mostly white. 

     "If you would, General Cracken, please bring the Council up to date with what you have learned concerning Captain Celchu." 

     Cracken walked over to stand next to Wedge. "I hope Commander Antilles will forgive my contradicting him on a couple of points. Some of this information has been developed recently, and because the circumstances surrounding the investigation are tricky, I have not had a chance to brief him on them." 

     Wedge dropped his voice to a whisper. "Nice ambush." 

     "That's the last thing I want to do, Commander." Cracken cleared his throat. "Tycho Celchu is a native of Alderaan who graduated from the Imperial Naval Academy and was made a TIE fighter pilot. Subsequent to the destruction of his homeworld which he had the misfortune of witnessing via holonet communications with his family--he defected from Imperial service and joined the Rebellion. He joined us just after the evacuation of Yavin 4, served with distinction at Hoth, and accompanied Commander Antilles on the assault on the Death Star at Endor. He is one of a handful of pilots who entered and escaped the Death Star. 

     "Slightly less than two years ago Celchu volunteered for a covert scouting mission to Coruscant. On the way back out, he was captured and sent to Ysanne Isard's Lusankya facility. Little is known about this prison, except that people who have come from it have routinely been brainwashed into becoming Imperial agents who commit acts of murder and mayhem when bidden to do so by Isard. Tycho is unique among those who have been to Lusankya in that he retains some memories of having been there. Prior to his appearance, former inmates revealed their connection to this place only after they had been activated, done their damage, and were captured by our forces." 

     Wedge shook his head. "I'm sure General Cracken will not mind my pointing out that Tycho did not escape from Lusankya. Isard transferred him to the penal colony at Akrit'tar, and he escaped from there to return to us." 

     "Thank you, Commander, I was just getting to that." Cracken's expression betrayed neither amusement nor irritation, which somehow made Wedge think things were not going to go well for Tycho. "Upon his return, Captain Celchu was debriefed, and his debriefing, in fact, indicated he recalled almost nothing of his time at Lusankya. We could find no indication he had been brainwashed by Isard. However, we had never detected brainwashing in any of her other little bio-weapons. We were left in the unenviable position of having to assume the worst about Captain Celchu. Commander Antilles, believing then as he does now in his friend's innocence, struck a bargain with his superiors to get Celchu assigned as his executive officer. Security was maintained, for the most part, and the incidents where it was not betrayed no Imperial leanings on the part of Captain Celchu." Cracken frowned. "Unfortunately we have developed evidence that suggests Celchu has betrayed Rogue Squadron and the New Republic. In the case of Corran Horn, Tycho Celchu had access to the command code for the Headhunter Horn was flying at the time of his death, and Celchu had gone over the fighter, without supervision, just prior to Horn's flight. Horn confronted Celchu before they headed out; Horn threatened to uncover his treason, so Celchu had him killed. He waited until after the shields had been brought down, but we have pretty well determined Isard wanted us to take the planet and inherit the virus, so killing Horn after her goal was accomplished only makes sense. 

     "The Horn case is not the only death to which we can link Captain Celchu." 

     Wedge's jaw dropped in surprise. "What? You can't mean Bror Jace?" 

     "Indeed I do." 

     "Nonsense. The Empire killed him." 

     Cracken nodded. "Agreed, but the way they got him was unusual. Previously we believed he happened to have been trapped by an Interdictor Cruiser out looking for smugglers. However, we have been forced to amend that view following the defection of the Imperial Interdictor Cruiser Black Asp. Captain Iiilor indicated in her debriefing that the Black Asp was directed to go to specific coordinates to intercept Bror Jace as he headed back to Thyferra. He was a bit late in arriving, but showed up exactly where he was expected to. They tried to capture him, but his ship exploded during the fight. The arrangements for Jace's journey home, including the plotting of his course, were made by Captain Tycho Celchu." 

     "By my order." 

     "Yes, Commander, by your order--which does not mean Isard could not have warped Celchu enough to make him betray your people." 

     "But, again, that's circumstantial." 

     "We have more." The Alliance Intelligence chief shrugged. "Horn told you, Commander, that he'd seen Celchu here on Coruscant talking with a known Imperial operative, Kirtan Loor. Horn had worked with Loor for years on CoreIlia, so the chance of a mistake in his identification are minimal. In backtracking Celchu's time here on Coruscant--granting that you ordered him to come here, Commander--we have periods of time for which we cannot account. Moreover, we have uncovered a number of banking accounts in which large numbers of credits have been accumulated. These accounts add up to approximately fifteen million credits, which means Celchu was being paid by the Empire." 

     "What?" Wedge couldn't believe what he was hearing. There was no way, just no way Tycho was an agent in the pay of the Empire. "If he was one of Isard's sleeper agents, why would she be paying him?" 

     "Commander, for years I've been trying to fathom her mind, and I have been unable to do so. If I had to guess , however, I would say that creating those accounts was a precaution to let us uncover Tycho at some point or, as it stands now, a means to guarantee he will be tried for his crimes." 

     "But she has no interest in seeing justice done, which underscores how ludicrous all these charges against Tycho are." Wedge brought his head up. "If Isard wants a trial, you know conducting it will be to her benefit, which is yet one more reason not to go ahead with it." 

     Borsk Fey'lya tapped a talon against the tabletop. "Or is she providing more evidence than we need to convict so we will be convinced Ceichu is being framed? If we are convinced he is innocent, we could exonerate him, raise him into a position of trust, and find ourselves again fodder for her schemes." 

     Wedge winced. He hated Fey'lya's wheels-within-wheels reasoning because it came down to a core problem with Tycho's case either he was innocent and being made to look guilty, or he was guilty and being made to look innocent through a clumsy frame. The evidence served both explanations well, and sorting good data from bad was a task that could easily defy completion. Everyone could agree something was not right in the whole situation, but assigning blame and assessing truth was not going to be easy. And no matter what happened, Tycho would end up

     being stigmatized, reviled, and ostracized. He would be destroyed by it all, and that was something he did not deserve. For Wedge it was simple to separate fact from fiction, but he knew that was because he was starting from a deep belief in Tycho's innocence. Wedge didn't have a Jedi's insight through the Force---he just knew Tycho. They'd fought side by side through some of the most harrowing battles the galaxy had ever seen. They'd shared hardships that others could not have even imagined, and they shared good times that others could only envy. Wedge knew Tycho could no more betray the Rebellion than he himself could, but looking around at the Council, he realized that even his conduct might not be seen as above reproach. 

     "I still do not believe the evidence General Cracken's people have gathered is anything more than circumstantial." Wedge studied the members of the Council. "For any trial to go forward, especially as quickly as this trial is being pushed, is reckless and negligent. I know we all want swift justice if Tycho is guilty, but trying him on these charges right now can only hurt him and, ultimately, the New Republic." Doman Beruss, her light eyes glinting coldly in the dimness, opened her hands. "Your opinion, Commander Antilles, is respected but not universally held. "['he evidence is sufficient in any jurisdiction of the galaxy to call for a trial." Wedge's eyes narrowed as he sensed a transparisteel barrier descending between his argument and the Council's willingness to act. He knew he had to do something to get them to open their eyes, so he decided to take a chance. "This evidence may demand a trial, but at least delay it until there is time to scrape things down another layer or two and find out what's really going on. Because Captain Celchu is facing a court martial, the trial and everything surrounding it is a military matter, and Commander Antilles knows unauthorized discussions of same violate regulations and oaths he took when he became an officer." 

     "Begging the Admiral's pardon," Wedge growled, "I was threatening to go public with my feelings about the trial. I still am. And if expressing my opinion about an injustice is not allowed in the Alliance military, I can always resign my commission." 

     That bombshell certainly had an effect, but not entirely the one he expected. While Ackbar looked disappointed, Borsk Fey'lya smiled victoriously. The other councilors reacted with horror or a grim acknowledgment of his bold stroke. If they had thought his speaking out against Tycho's treatment would attract attention, his resignation because of it would undoubtedly be an action with a much higher profile. Leia leaned forward. "Chief Councilor, I suggest we recess for an hour. I would like a chance to speak with Commander Antilles, if I might." 

     "Please." Mon Mothma stood and gave Wedge a look that combined pride with frustration, anger with sympathy. Wedge felt not exactly pitied, but as if there was more going on than he had access to. He knew that was true, of course-he was just the leader of a fighter squadron, and these were the leaders of a new nation. But he hated to think their perspective could somehow justify what they were going to do to Tycho. 

     General Cracken left the room last and closed the doors behind himself, leaving Wedge alone with Princess Leia. In all the time he'd known her, she'd never looked so saddened. 

     "If you want to convince me to save my career, I appreciate the effort, but I'll stand by what I said just now. You can't talk me out of it." 

     She remained seated and slowly shook her head. "I know that, so I'm not going to try. It's important to me that you know I think Tycho is innocent, too. I've known Winter for as long as I can remember, and she's terribly fond of Tycho. tf she can remember nothing that's the least bit ambiguous about him, then I can't imagine there's anything sinister to uncover. You and I both know that the trial will be rough on Tycho, anti unfair." 

     "Then help me convince them to stop it or delay it." 

     "I would if I could, but I can't." A deep frown creased her brow as she plucked at the fabric of her pale green gown. 

     "The reason I asked for the recess is so I can tell you what's going to happen after someone here decides that we have been suitably courteous in listening to you and that we need to move on to new business." 

     Leia chewed on her lower lip for a second. "Mort Mothma will thank you for coming to us, but she will point out that Tycho is being tried in a military court. The Provisional Council has nt authority to interfere with the way the military deals with violations of the code of military justice. Until there is a conviction, and punishment is decided upon, there is nothing the Council can do, and even at that point it is an open question whether or not we can interfere." 

     "But there has to be a chance to appeal a conviction .... "Wedge hesitated, then nodded. "Councilor Beruss's comment about a lack of a Judiciary . . . that was meant to forestall this argument, yes?" 

     Leia nodded. "In simple terms, yes, but we haven't yet had time to make decisions concerning the structure of such a body, much less its jurisdiction and duties. For example, would an appeal go to the New Republic courts first, or would it be sent to the courts on the defendant's homeworld, or the victim's homeworld? Putting together a government is not easy, and the process is not pretty or without pain. There are casualties all over the place." 

     "And Tycho will be one of them." 

     "Unfortunately, yes, he may be." Leia's shoulders slumped with fatigue. "You may not realize how fragile the New Republic is right now. With her Krytos virus Ysanne Isard has succeeded in driving a wedge between the human and non-human members of the New Republic. There have been accusations that some of us knew the virus was here and encouraged people to return to their native worlds specifically to spread the disease and kill off whole planetary populations. There are others who accuse us of not doing enough to get bacta to those who need it. If we do try to get as much as possible here to save as many people as possible, we drain the military of their supply. If Isard hits back, or Warlord Zsinj decides to strike at us, we can be devastated. Trying to buy up supplies of bacta has driven the price higher than ever before, and to make matters worse, the Ashern rebels on Thyferra have managed to damage production, limiting the supply at a time when the demand couldn't be higher." 

     She looked up at him. "It's a good thing we don't have a Treasury Ministry in place, because they'd tell us we're bankrupt." When Wedge realized his mouth was hanging open he

     clicked it shut. "I had no idea .... " 

     "Of course not. Nor does anyone else outside the Council. Things are so dire that I'll be heading off to try to open relations with Hapes and ask them for help--and that's something that's so secret I'll deny even knowing you if it gets out." 

     Wedge nodded. "Already forgotten." 

     Leia mustered a weak smile. "Frankly speaking, there is a remote possibility that we can secure enough bacta to save many of the people who are afflicted by Krytos, but not all. Even if we cure 95 percent of the cases, those we don't cure will amount to millions of fatalities--non-human fatalities. The resentment against the government will rise until the Alliance falls apart. When that happens, someone like Warlord Zsinj or Ysanne Isard or who knows who else is lurking out there can come in and sweep up the pieces." She shrugged her shoulders. "That shouldn't have anything to do with Tycho, but it does because Tycho is a human, accused of a heinous crime against a fellow Rebel and a man who is now a hero. If we do not bring him to trial quickly and let the trial take its course, we will be accused of favoring a human. People will suggest that were Tycho a Gotal or Quarren, we'd have tried, convicted, and executed him inside of a day. That charge is baseless, but it's critical we avoid any appearance of favoritism." 

     "So Tycho gets offered up as a sacrifice to keep the Alliance together?" 

     "I would have preferred being able to put Ysanne Isard on trial for having the Krytos virus created and spread, but she got away--how, I don't know, but she did. We probably could scoop up a double-handful of Imperial bureaucrats and put them on trial for past activities, but then the entire Imperial bureaucracy would go into hiding and any chance we had of trying to govern the galaxy would go away." That comment brought Wedge up short. The notion of using the enemy to administer the territories of the new government struck him as wrong, but then he realized the Alliance military had always welcomed defectors from the other side into its ranks. Experience was enough to forgive past sins, especially when things were so critical. "You're right, creating a government isn't easy or pretty."

The bacta will save a lot of people, but getting our operatives in and back out means someone very good is going to have to be flying cover for our strike. Rogue Squadron will be leading the way." 

     Wedge nodded. "Resign and doom millions, or stay and watch a friend be destroyed. Not much of a choice." 

     "Not so, my friend, it is indeed quite a choice. Not an easy one." 

     "Oh, the choice is easy, Leia, but living with the result will not be." Wedge swallowed past the lump choking him. 

     "You'll let the Council know I've reconsidered my resignation." 

     "I'll tell them that you meant the suggestion as a way to underscore your concern for Captain Celchu." Leia nodded solemnly. "According to Cracken you'll be briefed inside a week and then head out. May the Force be with you." 

     "I'll save the Force for Tycho." Wedge's eyes became slits. "No matter what sort of reception Zsinj has for us, what Tycho's going to face will be a million times worse." 4

     The prison uniform Tycho Celchu had been given looked enough like a flightsuit that Wedge Antilles could almost imagine his friend being free again. The black jumpsuit had red sleeves and leggings that started at elbow and knee respectively. They also ended well shy of wrist and ankle so the fabric would not interfere with the operation of the binders Tycho wore.

Everyone knows how twisted and full of plots the Empire was. The mention of Kirtan Loor and Lusankya allows us to bring up Ysanne Isard. I can show that Captain Celchu's pattern of activity is all wrong by showing what Isard does do with her people. I can even point to the bombing as likely residue of her evil. If we have public opinion looking at Captain Celchu as the last victim of Imperial intrigue, a Rebellion hero being destroyed by a bitter and vengeful Empire, we have a lot of maneuvering room in the aftermath of the trial." Nawara Ven's explanation made sense to Wedge, but he didn't like all it entailed. Fighting enemies who were shooting back was one thing. Winning a court case was quite another--one akin to politics, and Wedge knew he'd utterly failed in that arena at the Council meeting. That provided them a sanctuary and sense of control, though it did nothing to endear them to others who thought Tycho's guilt was indisputable. 

     "The one thing we do know, people, is that the source of our problems lies on the Imp side of things. We should also realize that what we're suffering is nothing compared to what hundreds of thousands of people out there are suffering." Wedge pointed a finger toward Nawara and Riv Shiel, then glanced back at Aril Nunb. "Three of our own came down with this Krytos virus, but they got quick treatment with enough bacta to knock it out. Bacta is in high demand right now, but supplies are very short." 

     Erisi Dlarit, the dark-haired pilot from Thyferra, pressed a hand to her own sternum. "I know the cartels are producing as much as they can--at least the Xucphra group is. I have personally sent messages to my grandfather to let him know of the need for bacta here." 

     "Thanks, Erisi, every bit of help we can get is vital." Wedge folded his arms across his chest. "Warlord Zsinj hit a bacta convoy heading out from Thyferra. I believe it was from the Zaltin group, Erisi, not your family's corporation. Zsinj took the bacta to a storage facility, but a member of the Ashern rebel group . . ." 

     "Terrorists!" Erisi spat. 

     "... happened to be crewing aboard the Zaltin ships. He managed to get a message out concerning the location of the space station Zsinj is using." Wedge nodded toward Aril, and the Sullustan punched up a holographic image of the station on the holoprojector. The station consisted of a central disk with thick expanses of living quarters above and below the horizon. Slender towers rose from the middle of the disk, suggesting the station had been impaled on spears. Three wedge-shaped launch-and-recovery causeways stabbed out into space from the central disk like spokes meant to connect up with a nonexistent rim.

Report to your quarters, get your gear, and go to the hangar. Once there you'll get a more specific briefing and run through a basic simulation of the exercise before we leave. Any other questions?" 

     Gavin looked around nervously, then nodded. ,,sir, won't Nawara's heading out on a mission compromise Captain Celchu's defense? I mean, shouldn't Nawara be here setting things up?" 

     A question I asked myself. "Your concerns, Gavin, are valid, but not terribly important in the face of what we're doing here.      "But her reaction to his death . . ."

He's very young and hasn't had the experiences that your education at the Bothan Martial Academy has afforded you.      "You graduated near the top of your class from the Bothan Martial Academy but never formally entered the military. Your records are decidedly sketchy, but I would imagine, given your age, that you were recruited into the Martial Intelligence Division of the Bothan military in an effort to replenish the supply of spies who died securing the plans to the second Death Star.      "I never accused you of being stupid, Sei'lar. Quite the contrary, I think you are very intelligent. You saw an opportunity that had to succeed and you did your best to make it succeed." Wedge let a smile tug at the corners of his mouth. 

     "That self-same intelligence is why I want you in this squadron. 

     "The fact is, Sei'lar, who and what you are makes you very valuable and desirable. I want you here in Rogue Squadron. I think you are an incredible asset to the Rebellion. Flip a bit, though, and it's easy to see that your Bothan masters also find you quite useful. That means, sooner or later, you're going to have some decisions to make." Asyr glanced down. "Decisions about Gavin." 

     "And about your loyalties to your planet and your nation." 

     "Or my squadron."

     Her head came back up. "Do you want me to make those decisions right now?"

If you find you can't be part of the squadron, you can walk away and I'll have been proud to have you as one of us." Asyr arched an eyebrow. "No threat of retribution if I betray you?"

His wide-eyed way of looking at everything is refreshing and, perhaps, even energizing. I've lived a long time in the shadows, s o moving into the light feels very good. I'll do nothing to hurt him." 

     "Good." Wedge waved her toward the door. "Go get your stuff and get to the briefing. I'm trusting you'll see the holes in this plan and help us plug them before Zsinj accomplishes what the Empire could only dream about the destruction of Rogue Squadron." 6

     Corran Horn let his joy at again being in the cockpit of a starfighter consume him. It did not matter to him that he did not know how he'd gotten into the ship. He did not let the fact that he was flying a TIE Interceptor concern him. He thrust aside anxiety born of his ignorance of his location. None of those things were germane to his present situation. The only relevant facts in his life were these he was flying and, he knew, if he flew well enough he would be allowed to fly again. He had no idea how he knew his performance would be rewarded with more flight time--that fact seemed as fundamental to him as his need for air and food and sleep. His desire to continue flying blazed hot in his gut and burned from him the annoyance at the squint's inefficient controls and sluggish reaction time. "Nemesis One, report." It took Corran a moment to realize the comm unit call had been directed at him. He glanced at his scanner windows. "One is clear." 

     "One, we have two eyeballs vectoring in on a heading of 239 degrees at a range of ten kilometers. They are hostiles. You are free to engage and terminate them." 

     "I copy. Nemesis One outbound." Corran hit the left rudder pedal and swung the ship around onto the proper heading. The starfield whirled around him, then froze in place again. He could recognize none of the constellations, but that did not concern him. His mission was to destroy the enemy, and that he would gladly do no matter where he found himself. 

     His breathing reverberated loudly in the full helmet he wore. The sound came rhythmically. It betrayed no nervousness. It was not the quickened breathing of prey, but the strong steady respiration of a predator on the hunt. He had already killed more TIE starfighters than he cared to remember; these would just be two more. And yet, in the back of his mind, he knew he could not actually remember his previous kills, and this amnesia began to nibble away at his emotional well-being. 

     With a thumb he flicked the Interceptor's quad lasers over to dual-fire mode, then pulled back on the steering yoke and brought the ship up in a slight climb. A quick starboard snaproll onto his head turned the climb into a dive, and suddenly he was upon the eyeballs. His index finger tightened on the trigger and a stream of verdant laser-bolts sliced through the lead eyeball. 

     Because of his angle of attack, the bolts scored black furrows in one wing, then pierced the ball cockpit from the top. On the other side they freed the wing, but the ship's explosion shattered the hexagonal panel. It blasted debris into the flight path of the second TIE, causing it to roll to starboard and dive. The maneuver succeeded in saving the second ship from a collision with its dying wingman, but dropped it straight into Corran's sights. 

     Corran cut the throttle back by a quarter, matching speed with his prey. The pilot he hunted juked right and left, but made none of the hard breaks and sharp turns needed to shuck Corran from his tail. Without remorse, but full of contempt, Corran flicked the squint's lasers over to qua fire, then impaled the TIE fighter on his crosshairs and hit the trigger with a delicate twitch of his finger. 

     The four green laser-bolts converged and merged into one a nanosecond before they burned the top from the cockpit, sheering it off just above the engine assembly. Corran imagined he could see the pilot's blackened body in silhouette for a second, then the eyeball exploded and seared that image into his brain. Exultation at having been victorious swept through Corran, though in its wake came the feeling that those two pilots had been so inexperienced that he had not really fought them, but had just slaughtered them. 

     "Nemesis One, we have two uglies at five kilometers, heading 132 degrees. They are hostile. Engage and terminate." 

     "As ordered." Corran brought the squint up and around, then punched the throttle to full power. He wanted to close quickly so he would be able to get a look at the ships he faced. Uglies were hideous, hybrid spacefighters cobbled together from various salvage parts. Smugglers and pirates used them fairly often. He couldn't pinpoint how he knew that, but he did know he'd fought uglies before. Given that he was alive, he assumed they had not proved too much of a problem for him. 

     Something about that assumption niggled in the back of his mind. He knew it was not incorrect. He was a good pilot and he knew it, but his assuming superiority seemed wrong. He hadn't made the assumption on the basis of the fact that uglies seldom had the performance characteristics of the fighters from which they were created. He realized he'd assumed anyone flying uglies would be pirates or smugglers, and had instantly assumed they were his inferiors. While he could find no facts to dispute his assumption about his foes, he knew there was something wrong with his having made it. A warning klaxon blared in the cockpit, alerting him that one of the uglies had gotten a torpedo lock on him and had launched a proton torpedo. Corran banished thoughts about his enemies' combat-worthiness, rolled the ship up onto its port wing, then dove. His abrupt maneuver hurled his ship onto a course at right angles to the one he'd been traveling previously. The proton torpedo, which was traveling roughly twice as fast as he was, shot past his starboard wing and started on a long loop to head back at him. A proton torpedo has thirty seconds of flight time. I can't outrun it, but I can out-maneuver it. Corran smiled. Or deal with it more directly! 

     He reversed the squint's thrust and hit the port rudder pedal. This threw the Interceptor into a flat spin that brought the nose around to face back along his flight path. Where the proton torpedo had been coming straight at his back before, now it was coming straight in at his cockpit. He killed the thrust and glanced at his scanner monitor--750 meters and closing fast. 

     At 400 meters he flicked the lasers over to dual-fire and tightened his finger down on the trigger. Pairs of laser-bolts burned green through space seeking the torpedo. One bolt hit the torpedo at 250 meters out. It failed to destroy it, but did melt its way into the body and ignite a fuel cell. The subsequent explosion pitched the torpedo off course. When the onboard computer calculated the torpedo would not hit its target, it detonated the warhead, but the Interceptor remained a hundred meters outside the blast radius. Switching thrust forward again, Corran throttled up to full and punched up profiles of the uglies. One was an X-T1E. It had the body of an X-wing fighter with the hexagonal wings from a TIE starfighter. Corran found the ship hideous to look at and would have dismissed it immediately except it had launched the proton torpedo. 

     The other ship looked fairly ridiculous. It mated a TIE's ball cockpit with the engine pods from a Y-wing. This particular hybrid was rare because it combined the TIE's lack of shields with the Y-wing's lumbering, slothful handling. Cotran knew this type of ugly was often referred to as a TYE-wing, though DIE-wing was a common nickname for it as well. 

     Corran cut his Interceptor on a course that shot him past the X-TIE, then broke on down into a series of maneuvers, twisting and turning, that left the TYE-wing far behind. The X-TIE hung with him long enough for Corran's scanners to pick out details. X-wing fighters had two torpedo launching tubes in the nose and four lasers, one mounted on each end of the stabilizers that supplied the ship with its name. Lacking those S-foils, the X-T1E had replaced one proton torpedo launch tube with what Corran guessed would be a laser cannon. Undergunned and overmatched. Cotran rolled his way down through a corkscrew dive that lengthened his lead on the X-TIE and the TYE-wing. The X-TIE's pilot began to pull the fighter's nose up, as if he intended to return to his wingman's side and the safety the TYE-wing would provide him. Corran watched him turn away, then inverted and pulled the Interceptor through a tight turn and shot back up and in at the X-TIE's exposed aft. 

     Clearly unaware of Corran's maneuver, the X-TIE's pilot inverted and headed back toward the TYE-wing. Corran saw the pilot's head come up as he scanned space for signs of the Interceptor. Coming in from behind made spotting the squint difficult. The pilot never managed it, though Corran did see the R5 unit's head swivel around and spot him. Corran hit the trigger and walked laser fire from stern to nose on the ugly. Two bolts blew the R5's flowerpot head off, theft.two more punctured the cockpit, exploding it into a cloud of transparisteel and duraplast fragments. The last bolts hit forward and touched off a proton torpedo's fuel cells. The fuel's detonation filled the slender craft with fire and sent the nose spinning wildly off into space. 

     Pulling back on the yoke, Corran brought his nose up and spitted the DIE-wing on the crosshairs. The ugly began a roll, so Corran matched him and tightened up on the trigger. Green laser-bolts slashed at one of the Y-wings, but the ugly flashed on past beneath him. Corran prepared to invert and loop, but a hail of angry red laser-bolts sliced across his flight path. 

     "What? Who?" He kicked the squint up on its right wing, wrenched the wheel right, and tugged back on the yoke. The maneuver pulled him sharply out of line with his previous course, but he wasn't content with just doing that. He broke again, to port and up, then searched his scanner monitor for whomever had shot at him. 

     The scanners reported two ships, both of them X-wings. 

     "What's going on here?" 

     "Nemesis One, we have two hostiles. X-wings. It was an ambush. Engage and terminate." 

     Ambush me, will you? Corran translated his outrage into fluid maneuvering. Cutting and jumping, he bounced his Interceptor through a series of jukes that shook the X-wings from his tail and brought him around on the DIE-wing. Without really thinking about it, he pumped laser-fire into the ugly's ball cockpit, then pulled up and away as the misbegotten fighter exploded. Two on one--same odds I've had all day. Despite that hasty assessment, he knew the odds were actually quite different in this battle. The squint's speed and maneuverability gave it an edge over the X-wings, but they had shields. They could take more damage than he could, and the ability to survive damage had a very direct relationship with the ability to survive in combat. More importantly, the two X-wing pilots seemed determined to operate together. They flew in tight formation and seemed familiar enough with each other that he wasn't so much fighting two foes as one meta-foe. The X-wings came around on a vector that brought

     them straight at him. Corran knew head-to-head passes were the most deadly in dogfighting, and given the enemy's superiority of numbers, he had no intention of engaging in such a duel. He cut his throttle back and dove at a slight angle so he would pass beneath their incoming vector. They made a slight adjustment in their courses, apparently content to get a passing deflection shot. Corran then goosed his throttle forward, forcing them to sharpen their dives, yet before they could get a good shot at him, he had passed beneath them and had started up again. 

     One X-wing inverted and pulled up through a loop to drop on Corran's tail while the other broke the other way. The second X-wing's looped out and away from the Interceptor, momentarily splitting the two fighters. Corran knew the second pilot had made a mistake and instantly acted to make the most of it. Cutting his throttle back, he turned hard to starboard and then back again to port. 

     Corran's sine-wave maneuver brought him back on

     course, but the X-wing that had been following him now hung up and out in front of him. The X-wing's pilot had continued on his course, assuming the Interceptor had been trying to evade him. It wasn't until he shot past the Interceptor and it dropped into his aft arc that he realized his error. Corran throttled up and closed with the X-wing. You're mine now, all because your buddy made a mistake. He pushed the Interceptor in to point-blank range and started to fire---then he saw a blue crest on the X-wing's S-foils. It appeared to be the Rebel crest with a dozen X-wings flying out away from it. Though no words accompanied the crest, Corran knew they should have. Rogue Squadron! 

     The second he recognized the crest, his finger fell away from the trigger. He didn't know why he didn't fire. Fear crystallized in his belly at the sight of it, but he knew he wasn't afraid of the Rogues. It was something else. Something was wrong, hideously wrong, but he could not pierce the veil of mystery surrounding that sensation. 

     Suddenly something exploded behind him, pitching him forward. He slammed hard into the steering yoke, crushing his life support equipment and driving the breath from his lungs. His chest burned as he tried in vain to catch his breath. He caught the fleeting scent of flowers, then a painful brilliance filled the cockpit. He waited for the pain in his chest and the fire in his lungs to consume him, but those sensations dulled, and his ability to focus on them or anything else eroded. 

     A woman's voice spoke to him. "You have failed, Nemesis One. You are weak." Her words came tinged with anger, bitten off harshly and clearly meant to hurt him. "Had this been other than a simulation, your atoms would be floating through space and the rabble would be laughing at you. You are pathetic." 

     Corran's right hand rose toward his throat and pressed itself against his chest. The shattered remains of his life support gear prevented him from touching his breastbone, but he knew something was missing, something that should have been laying against his flesh. He did not know what it was, but he knew he would draw comfort from it. 

     In its absence, despair flooded through him. 

     "I had thought you worthy, Nemesis One. You told me you were, didn't you?" 

     Though he recalled no such declaration, he confirmed it. 

     "I did. I am." 

     "You are nothing unless I say you are something. Now I say you are nothing, nothing but a failure!" In the light he saw the silhouette of a tall, slender woman. The sight of her made him shiver more than her words. He knew he feared her, but he also wanted to please her. Pleasing her was very important to him, the only thing that was important in the world. "You have failed me and yourself." 

     "Please," he croaked, but her silhouette gave no indication she had heard him. 

     "One more chance, perhaps." 

     "Yes, yes." 

     "If you fail again . . ." 

     Corran shook his head adamantly. "I won't, I won't." 

     "No, for your next failure will be your last, Nemesis One." The silhouette folded its arms together. "Disappoint me again and what is left of your life will be spent in agonizing atonement, disgrace, and, after a long time, death." 7

     The reversion to realspace brought Wedge and the Rogues out into a situation that just seemed like another simulator run, with one minor variation. As he expected, Wedge saw the space station slowly revolving in a star-stained void. Way off toward the right, closer to the yellow star burning at the center of the solar system, sat Yag'Dhul. The planet's grey cloud cover made it only slightly more colorful than the Givin who called it home. 

     The only variation from the opsims was the appearance of a flight of four TIE starfighters patrolling the area around the space station. Mynock, the R5 unit in Wedge's X-wing, immediately screeched out a warning when he noticed them off to port. Wedge glanced at his monitor, noted how the TIEs moved into an attack formation, and smiled. 

     Action beats inaction every time. He keyed his corem unit. "One flight, on me. Rogue Twelve, take the Defenders in." 

     "As ordered," Aril Nunb replied. 

     Committing only one flight of fighters against an equal number of TIEs, especially when he could have had two dozen Y-wings and seven more X-wings join the fight, might have seemed the height of arrogance, though Wedge knew it was quite the opposite. While TIE pilots seldom managed to amass the experience of their Rebel counterparts, they were quite competent, and more than capable of killing in a dogfight. Warlord Zsinj's pilots had proved to be good fighters in the past, and Wedge expected them to be nothing less in this engagement. 

     The reasons he only pulled one flight from his formation to deal with the TIEs were twofold. First, and most important, their operation demanded that the threat to the station caused it to scramble its fighters. The X-and Y-wings were to draw the TIEs out and away from the station to a point in the system where the B-wings would come in. The B-wings were in hyperspace, already on their way, so if surprise were to be achieved, Zsinj's troops had to be lured into position in a timely manner. 

     The second reason to match forces with Zsinj was because having too many fighters involved in a battle tended to wreak havoc on the efficacy of the pilots. The difference be-tween a good pilot and a bad one, all other things being equal, came down to situational awareness. A pilot who could handle more variables, and keep track of more ships in his mind would do better in combat than one who could only deal with less in the way of distractions. Wedge had seen statistical analyses that showed that kill ratios fell as the number of fighters in a dogfight increased; so by keeping the fight small, he made it easier for his people to grasp all the aspects of the fight. 

     "Three, you and Four have the trailers. Two, I have lead. Target the second TIE." 

     "As ordered, Rogue Leader." Rhysati Ynr led Erisi Dlarit in a dive and sweeping turn that brought them around toward the following pair of TIEs. Rhysati's attack vector was intended to push the TIEs farther from the space station and the rest of the Rebel force. Wedge saw the TIEs begin to react to her maneuver, but they seemed content to let her dictate the direction of the fight. 

     Wedge flipped his weapon's controls over to lasers and set them for dual-firing. He pumped his shields up to full and picked the lead eyeball as his target. They started to close, coming head to head, with their wingmen off starboard and hanging slightly back, each formation being the mirror image of the other. He smiled. Just where I want him. "Rogue Two, do you have your target?" 

     "Confirmed, lead." Asyr's voice came through the comm unit cool and steady. 

     "Get ready. On my mark, I'm going to foul your target. Shoot immediately after that with a proton torpedo." 

     "As ordered." 

     "Three, two, one, mark!" Wedge rolled the X-wing up and over in a barrel-roll to port. His target did the same thing, sweeping his fighter across his wingman's flight path. That momentarily blinded the second TIE and caused him to shy. Wedge glanced at his monitor and saw a report of a proton torpedo launch, then touched the starboard rudder pedal a second before inver ting the X-wing and making his pass on the TIE fighter. 

     Before Wedge applied rudder, the two ships had been heading straight at each other. The rudder drifted the X-wing's nose about ten degrees to starboard, pulling him out of line with the TIE. The inversion flopped the starfighter, bringing the nose back into line with the TIE. Before Zsinj's pilot could react, Wedge's fighter streaked in at him and started shooting. 

     The first pair of red laser-bolts missed low, but the next two pairs swept up and across the ball cockpit. One of the TIE's lasers died in a cloud of duraplast mist. Wedge's third shot lanced through the transparisteel viewport, igniting and melting all manner of components and equipment. The TIE starfighter rolled up on the starboard solar panel, then tightened down into a screw-spiral before exploding. A second later a blue proton torpedo slammed into the port wing on the second TIE. The black solar panel closed around the torpedo like cloth around a thrown stone. The torpedo itself punched through the panel and penetrated the fighter's hull before detonating. The blast ripped the back half off the cockpit pod, freeing the engines to soar further in-system while the shattered husk of a fighter tumbled on through the void. 

     "Nice shot, Deuce." 

     "Thanks for the setup, lead." 

     Wedge brought the X-wing up and around to the original heading and saw a proton torpedo from Erisi's ship finish off a TIE. Farther along he saw streams of green laser-bolts spraying out from the space station. At the extremes of range the fire did not seriously threaten the incoming fighters, but it did keep them away long enough for the station to scramble its TIEs. Zsinj's fliers boiled up and out from the station and rose on an intercept course with the Rebel fighters. 

     "Lead, I have a dozen Interceptors and eight starfighters." 

     "I copy, Twelve." That should be everything they have, unless they're holding something back. Keeping ships in reserve made little or no sense to Wedge, but he'd long since learned that warfare and tactics seldom make a lot of sense to the opposition. I just hope our run away from the station looks believable. 

     Aril Nunb led the Rogues and Y-wings up and away

     from the station. The squints and eyeballs came on in pursuit, hot to thin the ranks of the Y-wings. The Interceptors opened a lead on the TIE starfighters and started to close fast with the Y-wings. Aril brought her X-wing over, and the rest of the Rogues followed her through a loop that took them back toward the Interceptors while the Y-wings continued heading away from their pursuers. 

     As the X-wing and Interceptor formations began to

     spread out into clouds, the B-wings burst into realspace and shot straight into the gap between the squints and the eyeballs from the station. Wedge marveled at how each cruciform ship flew with its wings and fuselage whirling around to keep the cockpit stable despite a wild series of maneuvers and course corrections. Having flown a B-wing a few times, he could appreciate the ship's firepower, but the way it moved and flew made him feel less like a pilot than a driver. The B-wings slashed in at the Interceptors. Half of them seemed content to attack using lasers or blasters, while the other half employed ion cannons to take the squints out of the fight without killing them. Blue ion-bolts caught Interceptors in full flight, sending electricity skitter-jagging over the hulls. Laser and blaster fire ripped into other Interceptors, burning holes through solar panels and cockpits. The B-wing ambush scattered the Interceptors, but the X-wings coming in at them did not break off ill pursuit. They left that to the B-wings. The Rogues pushed on through the crumbling Interceptor formation, shot past the B-wings and, as One Flight reunited with the squadron, sailed on in at the eyeball formation. 

     The first pass came head to head. Static hissed through the X-wing cockpit as TIE lasers stung his forward shields repeatedly. Wave after wave of green light washed over the shields, but Wedge ignored it. He concentrated instead on his monitor and shifted the X-wing a bit to starboard, trapping a TIE fighter in the center of his targeting crosshairs. He tightened down on the trigger, pulsing kilojoules of scarlet energy into an eyebali's cockpit. 

     A roiling explosion shredded that ship. Wedge kicked the X-wing up onto the starboard S-foil, then climbed up and away from the expanding ball of gas. Letting his roll continue over the top, he dropped the X-wing into a dive, then rolled out to port and came around on an arc between the cloud of fighters and the station. He glanced off to starboard and saw Asyr still with him, which prompted him to toss her a salute. "Glad you stayed with me." "That's my job." From his vantage point at the periphery of the battle he could see a number of things that impressed him. The Rogues had hit the eyeballs very hard, but Zsinj's people regrouped in good order instead of scattering. Without shields, the TIE starfighters were really no match for the X-wings, but remaining together made them far more dangerous than individual ships fleeing. Whoever the leader of that squadron was, he was sharp enough to keep his people together and head them out and away from the fray. 

     "Rogue flights Two and Three, leave the flight of eyeballs alone and join the Y-wings. One flight, we're watching the eyeballs." Wedge hit two buttons on his flight console. 

     "Mynock, see if you can get me a frequency for the comm unit communications between the eyeballs." 

     The droid hooted his understanding of the order. 

     While Wedge waited for the droid to get him that information, he watched the B-wings finish off the squints and head in toward the station. Wedge's monitor showed seven Interceptors hanging dead in space. That number was impressive, even in spite of the ambush, because blowing ships up was far easier than taking their electrical systems down. While he appreciated the fact that the pilots had not been killed when their ships had been stopped, he knew the choice to use ion cannons on them had been made for practical rather than altruistic reasons. 

     Each of those pilots will be debriefed, and what they know will be added to our store of inlrmation concerning Zsinj. It is entirely possible some or all of them served on the Iron Fist, and learning about the ship's condition is of vital importance. It represents the core of Zsinj's might, and will let us determine how truly dangerous he is. 

     ]'he Rebel fighters all converged on the Empress-class space station with the Y-wings in the lead. While ungainly, the Y-wings were still not easy targets to hit. The station's weaponry sent energy beams shooting out at the attackers, but the incoming fighters supplied three targets for each weapon system, overwhelming the crews defending the station. Added to that was the ability of fighters to approach while using part of the station to shield them from many of the lasers. Using targeting data supplied by other ships, the fighters were able to pop from cover and fire at targets that had previously been unseen. 

     The swooping, diving, rolling, and climbing cloud of fighters boiled around the station like insects around a bright light. Direct hits on a fighter would make the craft break off and loop away until its shields were recharged, then head back in. The battle to defend the station was lost from the very start, but the fear Zsinj inspired in his people clearly kept them fighting long after it made sense for them to do so. Mynock beeped, and Wedge saw a corem unit frequency come up on his monitor. He punched the number into his comm unit and keyed his microphone. "Starfighter flight, this is Commander Antilles of the New Republic Armed Forces. If you power down your weapons, we'll consider you noncombatants. The same offer goes for the people on the station." 

     "I copy, Antilles." The voice coming back to Wedge through the comm unit had the metallic echo commonly injected in speech by Imperial equipment. "My flight is disarming itself. I'll pass your message on to the station chief, Valsil Torr." 

     "Obliged, starfighter." Wedge checked his sensors for hostiles as he waited for a return message. 

     "Antilles, Torr has the message and is powering down his weapons. The station is yours. Be careful, though, he's a wily old Twi'lek." 

     Wedge smiled. Though the communications gear had

     robbed the voice of any humanity, it couldn't kill the person-ality in it. He might have been amazed that someone who had just been shooting at him and his people would so quickly offer helpful advice, but he'd long since learned that warriors from all sides of any conflict had more in common than not. "I copy the advice. I appreciate it." 

     "One thing, Antilles." 

     "Yes?" 

     "If we surrender to you, will you haul us out of here?" 

     "Don't want to be around when the Iron Fist gets here?" 

     "Not especially." 

     No surprise, that. Unlike the starfighters the Rebellion used, the TIE fighters were not equipped with hyperdrives. TIEs traveled between battles in the bellies of ships like the Iron Fist. The flight of starfighters was trapped unless Wedge arranged transport for them out of the system. Zsinj had a reputation for being short-tempered, so leaving them behind was tantamount to murdering them, and Wedge had no desire to have their murders on his conscience. 

     "Starfighter, surrendering to me means you'll lose your ship." 

     "That's a problem, Antilles. We're all mercenaries. We lose our ships and we starve." The TIE pilot fell silent for a moment, then continued. "Of course, no reason to eat and live if you can't fly." 

     "I understand, starfighter." Wedge thought for a moment. "I have an idea. If you hire on as guards to fly cover for one of the freighters coming in, you can get out of here and be free." 

     "Freighters?" 

     "Coming for the bacta." 

     "Bacta. So that's what we were guarding." 

     "And you can continue guarding it all the way to Coruscant, where it's needed. Give me your word you won't fight against the New Republic in the future, and you've got a deal." 

     "You have it, Antilles." 

     Right on cue, a dozen and 'a half bulk freighters and specialty haulers started coming out of hyperspace and cruising in toward the space station. Most were blocky, squaredoff craft that had seen better days, but a few were more elegant ships whose very designs were tributes to the romanticism of space travel. One, a converted Baudo-class yacht, glided through the void like a metal simulacrum of the Corellian sea creature that gave the ship her name. 

     "Starfighter, the Baudo-class yacht there is the Pulsar Skate. I'll have the captain contact you on this frequency. Stand by." 

     "I copy." 

     Wedge opened a channel to the Skate. "Skate, this is Rogue Leader." 

     "Mirax here, Wedge. We're fourth in line to head in. What can I do for you?" 

     "We have a flight of four eyeballs orbiting. They've left Zsinj's service and need a ride out of here. Will you?" 

     "Sure. Not the first time I've hauled a ship for you." No, the first one was Corran. "Thanks, Mirax. Mynock is sending you their corem unit frequency, so I'll leave the arrangements to you." 

     "It will give me something to do while I'm waiting." 

     "I copy." Wedge glanced at the chronographic display in the corner of his monitor. "When we get back home, you and I will sit down and talk, yes?" 

     Weariness washed through Mirax's voice. "I'11 have to offload the cargo first. Then maybe I can sleep. Haven't been doing much of that lately. I will call you when I'm functional again." 

     "Promise." 

     "I promise." 

     "And keep that promise, or I talk your father into coming out of retirement by telling him you're moping over the death of his worst enemy's son." 

     "Oh, Wedge, that's cruel." Light static hissed in Wedge's ears as Mirax's voice broke. "There's no reason I shouldn't mourn for Corran." 

     "Agreed, but you don't have to do it alone. That's a burden we all share, got it?" 

     "I copy." Resignation tinged with relief fooded her words. "See you back on Coruscant." 

     "I am counting on it." Wedge looked out at the station and his squadron patrolling around it. And, miracle of miracles, it looks like everyone is going to make it back home again. 
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     Corran knew that once again being in the cockpit of a fighter should have made him happy, but it did not. He could find no fault with the fighter nor with being given a patrol mission. He'd done enough of those to expect boredom, and yet even that wasn't giving him a problem. Just to be flying again was enough to override boredom. 

     The fact was, he realized, that he was unhappy. Something was gnawing away at him inside. Something was wrong, and there was no way he could ignore it. It created an anxiety in him that was out of all proportion with what he was doing. It felt as if he weren't involved in a patrol at all, but in some other mission with a hidden agenda he knew nothing about. 

     "Nemesis One, report." 

     "One is clear, Control." 

     The voice coming through the comm unit betrayed no hint of deception or urgency, but Corran couldn't shake the sickening feeling that he was being manipulated. He had a natural aversion to being used, and he could feel unseen hands all over himself, pointing him in a certain direction, for reasons he could not fathom. He was surprised to find himself less resentful of their agenda--whatever it was--than of being manipulated. 

     I'm reasonable. I don't shy away from difficult tasks. I do what I am asked to do, within reason. Didn't I do that... ? His thoughts dead-ended as he realized he couldn't summon up specifc memories to back up his argument. He knew he had performed many dangerous missions, but he couldn't pinpoint them. His inability to do so wouldn't have concerned him, and in fact almost did not, except that he kept feeling like a hologram being processed by someone else's computer. 

     "Nemesis One, we have two contacts on the heading of 270 degrees. They are ten kilometers distant. They are hostile. You are free to engage and terminate them." 

     "As ordered." Corran punched up the data on the incoming ships and displayed it over his monitor. Two TIEs. The starfighters inspired no fear in him, and he would have viewed them with utter detachment except that a random thought shot off through his brain. 

     Two T1Es aren't nearly as deadly as a single Ty-cho. The connection seemed entirely logical to Corran the similar sounds created a link. The fact that Tycho Celchu had been an Imperial pilot who flew TIEs reinforced it. Corran knew Tycho had betrayed Rogue Squadron, and Corran had been determined to see him pay. If I weren't here, I'd be there, taking care of Tycho. 

     Before he could begin to wonder where there was, Control's voice came through the comlink again. "We have additional information on the incoming ships. Transmitting now." 

     The image on the monitor shifted from a TIE starfighter to an X-wing. An additional line of data beneath the fighter's image informed Corran the ship was flown by Captain T. Celchu. A jolt of adrenaline pulsed through his body, then slammed into his brain. He couldn't believe his luck--the coincidence of being able to fly against Tycho and avenge Rogue Squadron was incredible. And I will make the most of it. 

     Corran inverted the TIE Interceptor he flew and dove. The X-wings started to come after him, vectoring in on his belly, so he inverted again, then pulled through a climbing loop to starboard. He soared as the X-wings dove, neither side wasting laser energy when the chances of hitting were so small. Corran kept tightening the loop into a spiral that emphasized the squint's greater maneuverability, then streaked away to underscore its superior speed as well. 

     A light flicked on within the head's-up display, indicating one of the X-wings was trying for a proton torpedo target lock, but a quick climb, roll, and twisting dive broke the lock and brought Corran out on a vector toward Tycho's X-wing. Corran sideslipped the Interceptor to starboard, then rolled up on the left wing and climbed in toward Tycho. He flipped his lasers from quad-to dual-fire, assuming he'd have to use multiple shots in multiple passes to bring Tycho down. He led the X-wing, anticipating Tycho's break, then hastily snapped off a shot that splashed energy over Tycho's shields as the Interceptor overshot its target. 

     No reaction. That isn't like Tycho at all. Corran rolled up on the right stabilizer, climbed into a loop, then rolled over and out to port. Another inversion took him into a dive, but his scanners showed the X-wings hadn't stayed with him past the first maneuver, much less through the second. Corran shivered. Tbey're bandling like TIE starfighters, not like X-wings, and tbe pilot flying tbat first one isn't Tycbo. He switched his targeting computer over to the second ship and saw that X-wing was listed as being flown by Kittan Loor. An immediate desire to rape that ship filled him, but it did not deflect him from thinking. In fact, the vehemence of his feelings about Loor swept him past the fact that Loor and Tycho had been in collusion on Coruscant. It carried him far enough that he recalled Loor didn't know how to fly any space ships at all, much less starfighters. Loor can't be tbere. Tbe chance that Tycbo and Loor would show up where I couM attack and kill them is unbelievable. Whereas before he had taken great delight in the coincidence, now it became evidence that he was being manipulated. The !ink between a TIE and Tycho had been made in his mind before Tycho showed up as a pilot. While he knew inferring causality from that relationship was not strictly logical, his being manipulated meant it was more than possible. 

     Tycho is an enemy, so he was placed in one fighter. Another enemy was plucked from a list of my enemies and placed in the second fighter. More anger flared through Cor-ran and battered aside the blockages in his brain that had kept him thinking of nothing outside the cockpit. The apparent insertion of personal enemies into his situation told Corran two things. First off, I'm in a simulator, and second, someone knows enough about me to know who my enemies are. Pitting me against my enemies gives me some wish fulfillment, which is a good thing. It rewards behavior, but I have to ask myself, is flying an Interceptor against X-wings behavior for which I want to be rewarded? 

     His stomach shrank and hardened into a rock that

     threatened to explode volcanically. I'm flying an Imp ship against Rebels. I don't want to do that. Corran immediately realized that only his enemies--the remnants of the Empire-would want him to feel good about attacking Rebels, yet few Imps would take the time or make the effort to manipulate him that way. Some would imprison him and the rest would just kill him. 

     Except one. 

     Ysanne Isard. 

     Injecting her into the jumble of thoughts bouncing around his brain immediately started to impose order on his mind. She was known and feared for her ability to warp Rebels and turn them against friends and family. She had been successful with Tycho Celchu, and he was not the only success story to come out of her Lusankya prison. Her altered agents had wrought havoc among the Emperor's enemies, and his death had done nothing to cau se Iceheart to curtail her operations. 

     The fog in Corran's brain began to evaporate. He remembered having met Isard after his capture. She'd vowed to transform him into a tool of the Emperor's vengeance. This simulator run--and the one before it---clearly was designed to get him to attack Rebel symbols. Subsequent sessions would further crush his resistance, training him to greater and greater levels of efficiency while turning him against everyone he knew, loved, and respected. She would make me over into the human equivalent of the plague she unleashed on Coruscant. 

     Corran shook his head, then raised his hands from the simulator's steering yoke and yanked his helmet off. Electrodes taped to his head pulled away rather abruptly, taking some hair with them, but he ignored the pain. The electrodes fed my brain wave patterns to a computer. The patterns were compared to data gathered from interrogations, so the computer could recognize what I was thinking about and project the proper clues into the simulation. Very good. 

     He pulled the respiration mask from his face and let it dangle against his chest. "This is Nemesis One. The game is over. I won't betray my people." 

     The star field on the screen in front of Corran vanished. In its place he saw Ysanne Isard's head and shoulders. Her mismatched eyes, the left one a fiery red and the right one an ice blue, added venom to the woman's steely expression.      "And I passed." 

     "From your perspective that might seem true." Her eyes sharpened. "From mine it merely means you have reclassified yourself. You will require more time than others I have worked with in the past, but here at Lusankya, time is abundant." Corran shrugged. "Good, then I'll have abundant time to plan my escape." 

     "I doubt it." She sighed as if what she was about to say hurt her in some way. "Were you easy to train, you would find your stay here pleasant. As you are difficult, the next step is for me to determine if you know anything I consider valuable. Unfortunately this means sifting through a lot of things I don't want to know. I hope your life has been interesting, because my technicians have been known to resort to cruelty when they are bored." 

     "They'll learn nothing from me." 

     lsard frowned. "Please, Horn, skip the bluster. We will start with a level four narco-interrogation and work our way down to level one if we must. You know you'll tell us whatever we want to know." Sheer terror froze the lump in Corran's stomach solid. With a level four interrogation session he'd be remembering things his mother had forgotten while she was carrying him in her womb. ! will have no secrets. Hundreds of images flitted through his mind as he sorted valuable memories from the casual ones. 

     This process, while agonizing, also brought a smile to his face. Gil Bastra, the man who had created a series of identities for Corran to use after he fled from CoreIlia, had made sure the identities took Corran out into the outlier worlds. From Loor they know everything about my days with CorSec. Thanks to Gil there's very little valuable information I can give her. I was out of circulation until I joined Rogue Squadron, and I don't know enough about the Rebellion to hurt it. 

     "I see your smile, Horn. You may feel bold enough to smile now, but things will change." Isard herself smiled, and Corran found it a most forbidding thing. "When we are finished with you, smiles will be but a memory, and a painful one at that." 
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     Wedge laughed aloud, telling himself he was laughing at the irony of feeling nervous, not because of being nervous. Here he was, a celebrated hero and the sole survivor of both Death Star runs, conqueror of Cornscant and leader of the most feared fighter squadron in the galaxy, and at leila Wessiri's door he felt nervous. Enough ice water ran in his veins, so the rumors went, to replenish Coruscant's polar caps, yet he found himself clearing his voice and hesitating before he pushed the buzzer button at her door. 

     On the way over from squadron headquarters he had

     convinced himself he wasn't going to be asking her out on a date, really. He'd spent the previous hour being harangued by Erisi Dlarit concerning the Vratix terrorist and his whereabouts after the raid on Warlord Zsinj's bacta store. He'd done his best, over and over again, to explain to her that he had no reports about the Thyferran native, but promised to pass notice of her interest up to General Cracken. That really was all he could do, but Erisi took a lot of convincing on that point. 

     The experience had been draining. There had been moments when he considered just cutting her off and ordering her out of his office, but he could tell her concern about the Vratix was based on her conviction that the insectoid creature was a terrorist and a potential hazard to anyone who came in contact with it. He thought Erisi's reaction might have been born from her frustration at not having been able to do anything to prevent Corran's death. By making the terrorist her responsibility, she might prevent another tragedy, thereby atoning for her lack of action in Corran's case. Wedge found her motive noble, but her insistence exhausting. Corran's death and the misery of millions on Coruscant had everyone in the squadron worn thin, and being dismissive of Erisi's concerns would not help the situation. She had wanted the demand for bacta to bankrupt the Rebellion, but Rogue Squadron's capture of more bacta meant it was not nearly as pricey for the Rebels as Iceheart desired. The only way to counteract that bit of luck was to locate and destroy the bacta store, which was exactly what he intended to do.

     "Thank you, Verrinnefra, for bringing us up to date on the economies of our newest worlds. Next on the agenda is the matter of bacta. Borsk, you have a point to make?" The cream-furred Bothan stood opposite Ackbar. "The recent mission which has liberated a supply of bacta and brought it here to Coruscant is, of course, a great victory for us and a great boon to the people here. For that we owe much thanks and praise to Admiral Ackbar and his staff. Their success also brings with it some burdens, not the least of which is the need to take precautions to prevent Warlord Zsinj from exacting retribution from us." 

     Ackbar leaned forward. "Forgive me the interruption, Councilor Fey'lya, but it strikes me that you are asking us to deal with the undertow before the wave has crested." 

     "Excuse me?" 

     Princess Leia smiled. "I believe the Admiral is pointing out that the supply of bacta brings with it far more pressing problems than a possible attack by Warlord Zsinj." 

     "More correctly, Princess, I meant to say that because an attack by Warlord Zsinj has always been possible, both before and after our strike, there have long been plans in place to deal with such. I am more than willing to review those plans, but I think the core problem with bacta needs to be addressed more quickly than the surface issue of Zsinj. Trouble is a vast ocean, and for us, bacta distribution is the issue lurking in the depths." 

     The Bothan's fur rippled. "There is indeed much to discuss on the matter of bacta distribution. With the supply we now have, I think it should be possible to create centers for preventative therapy to stop the spread of the virus. My people tell me that an hour's mist therapy per week should be sufficient to destroy the virus before it has a chance to incubate. Creating centers that would allow that much treatment would go a long way toward quelling the fear that has gripped this world." 

     Leia frowned. "I've seen no such reports concerning mist therapy. The review of the data we captured from General Derricote's lab does not show evidence of any testing in that regard. I fear, however, your hedge against the unseen means there are countless individuals who might sicken and die and never get a chance to enter the military and fight for their freedom."      Ackbar ignored the signs of Fey'lya's anger. "Moreover, from a public health standpoint, your plan of therapy centers is more of a risk than it is a help. The facilities you suggest would call for vast numbers of people congregating ill an environment where contact with infectious fluids is not difficult to imagine. And, even if there were studies to show bacta mist did kill the virus, using it carelessly promotes the chance of a bacta-resistant strain of the virus being passed among people who believe they are being protected from it. If such a strain does appear, we will be powerless to stop the plague from destroying the galaxy." 

     The Bothan kept his voice low. "What, pray do tell, would you suggest, then?" 

     "First and foremost, we secure the water supply. We have evidence to suggest the virus was introduced into the planetary water supply, and for all we know, there are pockets of virus frozen in the glaciers just waiting to be melted before they become virulent again. Second, we continue the intensive therapy to control and cure those populations we know are infected. It is important to note here, I think, that human medtechs have been tireless in caring for victims of the virus. Their immunity to the disease certainly means they have less to fear than others, but that immunity in no way makes it incumbent upon them to help out the way they have." 

     Ackbar held a hand up. "Third and final, we need to deal with the black market. The rumors of a supply of bacta arriving on Coruscant have depressed the prices, but estimates of how much we got from Zsinj are grossly high. When the truth comes out, prices will begin to rise, and selling off portions of the supply will become very attractive. If we don't have our supply depleted through profiteering, we stand a good chance of buying enough time to obtain more bacta from Thyferra and solving our problem once and for all. If not, we will find ourselves bankrupt and dying of the virus." 

     The Bothan opened his hands. "So you think we should just continue to proceed in the manner in which we have gone about things so far?" 

     "No, by no means." Ackbar looked around the room and then up at the misting system. "We argue here whether bacta-mist therapy has any value, yet we have a system installed here to protect us. All of us, including the humans, know affluent members of our populations have purchased bacta on the black market to use in their own preventative therapy. And, I have no doubt, people have come to you since the news of our victory has leaked out, asking you to procure bacta for them. While I know none of us would agree to such a thing, the perception that we might, and that there is special treatment for some selected folks going on, is one that will heighten the panic our people are feeling." Sian Tevv sniffed. "This virus is more than panic, Ackbar. It is real and deadly." 

     "Agreed, but our actions make it deadlier still. If one person believes there is no hope for himself, that there will be no cure when he needs it, he might not seek treatment. A day's delay not only can cost him his life, but can infect his family and friends. The fact is that if we project the image that says the virus can and will be defeated, everyone will do what they can to defeat it." 

     Leia smiled. "It's the same morale-building technique that kept us going during the dark days after Derra IV and Hoth." 

     The black-furred Wookiee councilor's bark flowed into a murmur, and Leia's gold protocol droid translated. "Ambassador Kerrithrarr suggests treating the virus as an enemy against which everyone is enlisted. With discipline and direction the spread can be minirealized." Ackbar nodded at the Wookiee. "An apt analogy." Borsk Fey'lya's eyes narrowed. "A military model might well be sufficient to deal with t he virus, but do you suggest we use it to curtail black market trading? Having stormtroopers breaking into private homes to deprive people of bacta supplies will hardly endear us to our people." Mon Mothma shook her head. "No such thing is advocated. General Cracken is devoting a certain amount of his energy to this problem, and is working to put the New Re-public Security Force together. The NRSF will replace the old Imperial Sector Ranger force, and is meant to be a law enforcement and counter-insurgency force. It will be some time before the force will be ready to administer all that needs to be dealt with here, but we have an offer for dealing with our law enforcement needs in the interim." 

     Mon Mothma used her comlink. "Please send Vorru in." Ackbar saw the hackles go up on Fey'lya and felt his own flesh crawl. The doors to the chamber opened, and through them walked a small human with a thick head of white hair. From his size, which was not that big, even for a human, he could have easily been dismissed as benign, yet a warrior's instinct told Ackbar that was just an image Vorru sought to project. 

     He'd met the man once before, when Fliry Vorru, then an Imperial Moff, had been a guest of Tarkin. The two men were physical opposites, but so alike in temperament and spirit that Ackbar had wished they would turn on each other and destroy one another.      "We have insufficient time for that, we think." Qlaern's head craned back as a sibilant hiss issued from its mouth. Wedge looked at Mirax. "Sarcasm? A laugh?" 

     "I think so." 

     "Forgive us, but so many times we find humans say things they do not mean." 

  
 "Ah, then tell me what you believe I need to know." 
 "Much better." The Vratix settled a hand on Wedge's knee. "The healing properties of bacta were discovered during the days of the Old Republic. It was apparent to all that bacta was a miracle cure for many ailments and infirmities. The corporations which now control Thyferra and bacta made narrow profits, but made them on a wider range of sales. They set up many satellite manufacturing centers, all under license, all with Vratix verachen overseeing the final processes no matter where they took place. The thought then was to beat competition by producing better bacta for less than anyone else could." 
 "You mean there once was competition for the bacta market?" 
 "For more time than there has not been, but all of it before you were born. The Clone Wars made one thing abundantly clear--a supply of bacta could heal even the most grievously wounded soldiers and render them receptive to mechanical replacement limbs. This meant they could return to combat, saving the military the cost of training new warriors. As a pilot you know how much expense goes into training, so the saving is clear." 
 "And I know many a pilot, myself included, who owes his life to bacta therapy." 
 "So it is." Qlaern nodded solemnly. "The Emperor decided that the only group that should have a guaranteed supply of bacta was his military.  "Huh?" Wedge smiled. "So, will you clear up this gift thing for me?"

Thyferra was the sole supplier of bacta, but the world had steadfastly remained neutral in the civil war.  Even the furnishings were more to his liking than most. Painted in greens, browns, and blues, they had an organic and flowing shape to them. They lacked the pure symmetry that most humans seemed to prefer. The table in the center of the room, for example, could have been water that had been poured out on the ground, frozen, and then placed atop legs.  General Cracken nodded. "You noticed, when you came in, that the place is kept under negative pressure. If the seals are breached, air flows in, not out. It precludes the possibility of pathogens getting out." 
 Wedge frowned. "But I thought the Krytos virus could not be spread by air, only by fluid contact--in drinking water or when someone came in contact with bodily fluid from an infected person." 
 "That's absolutely true, but in this lab they were manufacturing a virus that had never existed before. They wanted something that would mutate relatively quickly so it could spread between species. With that sort of thing the chance of a spontaneous mutation that would let it become airborne and still remain infectious is one that must be guarded against." Its efficacy varies widely. We have been pursuing the reason for this. We have been advised that ryll is classified in a number of different grades by the Twi'leks. Most of the ryll available off Ryloth is of the lowest grade." 
 "They don't export the best, I can understand that." 
 "Good. The rarest grade of ryll is known as ryll kor. It makes up approximately three percent of all ryll. The compound contains in it trace elements that appear to work against the virus, but exactly how and why we are not certain. We need as much ryll kor as we can get." Wedge nodded and patted the backs of the Vratix's
 hands. "How will I know it?" 
 "The ryll kor tastes . . ." Qlaern stopped. "You would not be able to differentiate the taste, we think." 
 "Probably not." 
 "Kor absorbs light except in the ultraviolet range." Wedge gla nced at Cracken. "Meaning?" 
 "It looks black, like charcoal, except to someone who can see in the UV range." Cracken smiled. "I have some gear that will be able to sort kor from ryll that's dyed black. You might check, though, perhaps your Gand can see in the ultraviolet range." Wouldn't surprise me. He doesn't breathe or sleep and can regenerate severed limbs. "I'll ask Ooryl if he can help me in that capacity." He looked back at Qlaern. "HI get you your kor." 
 "Do that, Wedge Antilles, and we shall cure the disease." And then I'll be bound by my promise to represent you to the Provisional Council. Wedge smiled and brought Qlaern's right hand up to feel his face. "We'll be back before you know it, I promise. And you know I keep my promises." 21
 Corran Horn shuffled along in line with the other prisoners. He affected the dull-eyed, hopeless stare most of them displayed for their guards. He moved when told to move and stopped when told to stop. In no way should any of the guards in stormtrooper armor conducting them to the mines have noticed anything out of the ordinary about him. To them he should have appeared to be just like all the other prisoners being herded to the mines. 
 He hoped against hope the facade he put forward fooled them, because as dull and soporific as he might seem on the outside, he was seething and anxious on the inside. After only a week in the general population he had decided to make his first stab at escape.  "May the Force be with you."

 Nawara looped a lekku over his shoulder. "Agent Wel, according to your earlier testimony, you've been auditing Imperial expenditures for years, is that correct?" The Quarren's facial tentacles quivered. "I have said this, yes." 
 "And the purpose for studying these expenditures was to estimate how much money the Empire was pouring into antiRebel activities, correct?" 
 "Yes." 
 "This means you were looking for evidence of expenses that were hidden--black projects, so to speak, that did not appear on any official Imperial budget." 
 The Quarren nodded. "Budgets for such things are regularly hidden within other programs.  "In a way, yes."

 Tycho's head came up and the bright blue of his eyes surprised Neware with its intensity. "What you're saying is that the sabacc cards have been programmed against me." 
 "It's worse than you know." Neware jerked a thumb toward the exterior wall. "The day we got back from Ryloth, the Palpatine Counter-insurgency Front blew up a school. It's been thirty-six hours and they've still not found all the bodies. Some were vaporized in the explosion, unrecoverable-just like Corran's. Both humans and non died in the blast.  "Twenty, actually. Most are small ships, like the Skate. We have a few larger ones going, but our hauling resources have never been abundant." Ackbar's chin fringes wriggled. 
 "We are having to rely on stealth and secrecy to safeguard the shipment--and not by my choice. The whole matter of negotiations about all this bacta have become very delicate." Wedge raised an eyebrow. "How so?" 
 "We never expected your visit to Ryloth would be kept secret, but the news of it traveled more quickly than we expected. Apparently the Thyferrans know we obtained ryll from Ryloth.  "Do I sense Borsk Fey'lya's furred hand in this?" 
 "You do, though he was not alone in it." The Council meeting where this plan was floated seemed more difficult than any of the battles I've fought against the Empire. "The possibility of having our bacta supply cut off is causing people to take whatever steps they can think of to appease the Thyferrans." 
 Wedge's eyes narrowed. "The big problem we have with the Thyferrans is that they could cut us off at any time." 
 "They have the monopoly, so they can do that. The fact that ryll kor might make bacta more effective against this virus does not diminish our need for bacta. Before the Em-pire aided the Xucphra and Zaltin corporations in monopolizing the bacta trade, we might have been able to find other sources of bacta. Now we have no choice but to trade with them. While we could manufacture our own bacta, the startup costs for a facility that could produce what we need would--well, I can't say it would bankrupt us, because the New Republic may already be over that line. And you didn't hear that from me." "No, sir." 
 "So, Commander, you see our dilemma. We are dependent on the bacta cartel, yet our supply is shaky.  "But they would stop shipping him bacta, too." 
 "True, but his need for it is not as great or urgent as ours is." 
 "Point taken." 
 Ackbar shrugged. "As smugglers put it, we have all our spice in one freighter, and other solutions to the problem seem impossible. I know Rogue Squadron prides itself on doing the impossible, but 1 think this bacta problem is beyond even your capabilities." "Perhaps, sir." Wedge's curious reply seemed tinged with deception, but Ackbar found it hard to believe Wedge would be involved in plotting. "You realize that anything you might do in this regard could have catastrophic results if the Thyferrans disapprove." 
 "If I were involved in anything, sir, that would be foremost in my mind." 
 "Very good." Whatever you are doing, I wish you grand success. "General Cracken will be briefing your people. May the Force be with you--in all you do." Wedge smiled. "Thank you, sir." Ackbar hesitated, then his eyes shrank to demi-lunes. 
 "Be careful, Commander. Billions of lives hang in the balance. If something goes wrong, I doubt if even your status as the Conqueror of Coruscant will save you from becoming more reviled than Tycho Celchu." 
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 Kirtan Loor stared at the glowing holographic text hanging in the air in front of him and found himself poised between unbridled terror and unbound elation. The message offered him a way out from beneath Fliry Vorru's thumb, but only if he took steps that could easily anger Ysanne Isard. Doing that could destroy him. But doing nothing clearly will destroy me. The text, after it had been decrypted and decoded, carried a simple yet explosive message. Twenty ships--New Republic and privately owned freighters--would be traveling from Thyferra with a shipment of bacta bound for Imperial Center. Rogue Squadron was to meet them in the Alderaan system--as if all the bacta in the galaxy could heal that wound--and guide them in on the return trip to Imperial Center. The message contained the times and coordinates, easily allowing for the interception of the convoy. If, instead of destroying the convoy, he hijacked it to another system, he would have control of a very large shipment of a vital commodity. While Vorru had a solid lock on the bacta black market on Imperial Center, there were other worlds clamoring for the medicine. If he used his supply correctly he could enrich himself. He would betray Vorru to the Rebels-not to the government on Imperial Center, but to the constituent governments on the various Rebel homeworlds, thereby increasing distrust between them and the rulers on Imperial Center. 
 Or I can enrich myself, buy a world all my own, and put Boba Fett on retainer to slay my enemies. That thought brought a smile to Loor's face. The list would not be long, but it would not be an easy one to complete. A fitting challenge for a man with his skills. Loor closed his eyes and gently massaged them beneath his eyelids.  A beep from his R5 unit marked 30 seconds to reversion. "Thanks. Even up my shields forward and back. I don't expect trouble, but I want to be ready."

 "Caught a flash of something big heading out--a Super Star Destroyer. It's gone, but in system we have two dozen eyeballs, two lambs, and a Strike Cruiser designated Termagant." 
 "What about the freighters?" 
 "We just saw the last one explode." 
 Nawara's stomach folded in on itself. "Gone? They're all gone?" 
 "An Imperial SSD wouldn't leave much behind." Fear and revulsion filled Rhysati's voice, and Nawara could easily visualize the hard look in her hazel eyes. "We're going in, right, Rogue Leader?" 
 "Twelve, any sign of the Skate?" 
 "No, Commander." 
 "Nothing at all? No beacon?" 
 "There's no beacon from half the hulks I have on my scan." Aril's voice softened a bit. "A Super Star Destroyer has enough power to completely vape any of the ships in the convoy." 
 "Right, right." Wedge's voice trailed off and no one spoke to fill the void. "Blast it! All right, listen up. We're going in, and we're going in hot. The Strike Cruiser is our primary target. Proton torps, dual-fire. I want it down and out immediately." 
 Erisi's voice crackled through the comm unit. "That means the T1Es will have no way to get out of here." The edge in Wedge's voice came through unadulterated. 
 "Is that a problem?" 
 "Not for me, Lead." 
 Nawara keyed his comm unit. "What about the lambs?" The two Lambda-class shuttles carried weapons and could be tougher than TIEs to handle because they also sported shields.

 An ugly green light strobed through the warehouse. Wedge nudged the X-wing forward, and saw boxy silhouettes, each supported on twin pillars, bobbing up and down in the warehouse. A shiver ran down his spine, then he keyed his corem unit. "Scout walkers, three of them, with two coming our way. I've got them." Wedge flicked his weapon's-control over to proton torpedoes. He hefted the blaster carbine, glanced at the power level indicator, then played the light out through the hole into the next room. Unlike the one he had found himself in, the room beyond the hole was clean and orderly. Even better, there is an open doorway to the outside. 
 He was about to step through the wall when two irreconcilable ideas collided in his brain. It was rather clear that he was inside some sort of storehouse filled with Jedi memorabilia. The mansion from which he had escaped had obviously been an Imperial Moff's retreat, but what Imperial Moff would risk his position by hoarding so much Jedi material?  Corran slumped against the wall. It can't be. I can't be on Coruscant. It makes no sense. I remember traveling on a ship. Then again, I was so doped up . . . Maybe l am on Coruscant and lsard just wanted me to think I wasn't on Coruscant. He chuckled. It would explain why no one ever found Lusankya--it was here all the time, which means she is, too. 
 He glanced back at the dead men. And she has enough pull with local authorities to have them out bunting Derrioore. I may be out of her dutches, but I'm not free, yet. He glance d at the comlink and thought about tuning into the military frequencies Rogue Squadron used, but rejected that plan for two reasons. I'm not going to have the right scrambier codes to let me hear and speak with them, and even if I did, there's the traitor to consider. 
 He shook his head. 1 need someone I can trust. It's a long shot, but it's the only one I have. He set the comlink and opened a channel. "This is Corran Horn calling. I'm not dead--I only feel like it--and I could use some help returning to the land of the living." 
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 Wedge pulled back on the X-wing's stick and leveled out approximately 300 meters behind and above the airspeeder. He had to trim his speed back because even though the X-wing could close fast, the airspeeder could turn faster within the close confines of the city. Part of Wedge knew racing speeder bikes through the forests of Endor was safer than doing what he was doing, but he had no choice. That bomb has to be stopped. 
 "Mynock, make sure you're getting a solid tracking feed on that airspeeder." 
 The astromech droid shrilled out a confirmation of that order. Wedge watched the tracking data get updated, then rolled up on the right stabilizer foil and dove.  "Confirm thirty-six, Lead, eyeballs and squints. They're coming this way and there's something else out there." Rhysati sounded shaken. "My sensors aren't picking it up at all well." 
 "Standby, Three." Wedge punched his comm unit over to another opchannel. "Antilles here. What's down there to the southwest?" 
 "Palace district control here, Rogue Leader. We're not sure. Civilian side is reporting groundquakes and massive destruction. We're just turning a satellite in that direction. Data coming up--I'll give you the raw feed." 
 "I copy, control." Wedge looked at the scan splaying itself across his sensor monitor and felt his spirits sinking as low as Mynock's mournful whistle. "That can't be. It just can't be." 
 "You're getting what we're getting, Rogue Leader." Wedge flicked the comm unit back to the squadron's tactical frequency. "Three and Four, get back here. Now." 
 "What's out there, Lead?" 
 Wedge shivered. "It's something that shouldn't be there, Three. IFF beacons report it's a Super Star Destroyer that goes by the name Lusankya." 
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 Admiral Ackbar took his seat at the high bench, with Generals Madine and Salm below and to the left and right respectively. He waited for the defendant and prosecutor to be seated, then he looked out over the sparsely populated courtroom. "Today's session will be abbreviated. Even the most simple voyage can be ended by an unanticipated wave, and the wave affecting us here was titanic in proportions." He glanced down at Tycho Celchu and the two droids at the defense table. "Captain Celchu, your lawyer is not here because approximately an hour ago he was shot and seriously wounded in the parking facility on the upper floors of this building. The assassin has been killed, but we have sealed the building for security reasons nonetheless. Nawara Ven was shot while in the process of bringing to court a witness who had recently surfaced to provide proof of your innocence. The witness offered his testimony on your behalf in return for a new identity and repatriation to another world. He provided a datacard filled with encrypted information that backed his claims concerning you as well as claims concerning the Imperial espionage net here on Coruscant. 
 "Unfortunately the assassin who wounded Counselor Ven succeeded in killing this witness." Ackbar looked over toward where Airen Cracken sat on the prosecution side of the court. "General Cracken has assured me he has people working on the datacard to see if they can slice the information out, but there is no telling if or when they will succeed." Tycho frowned. "Where does this leave me?" Halla Ettyk stood. "Admiral, the prosecution would be amenable to a continuance until Counselor Ven has recovered." 
 "Granted." Admiral Ackbar raised a gavel. "If there is nothing more we will stand in recess until Counselor Ven is able to continue." 
 Tycho held a hand up. "Wait, please, isn't there something I can do? Isn't it possible for me to represent myself in his absence?" 
 "That has always been your right, Captain Celchu." Halla looked over at Tycho. "The admiral is correct, but really there is nothing you can do." 
 "I can call and question a witness." 
 The prosecutor shook her head and pointed at her
 datapad. "Not really. I have before me the list of witnesses Counselor Ven said you were going to call. None of the members of Rogue Squadron are here and available. The Duros Lai Nootka is not here and, unfortunately, is probably dead. You have no witnesses." Whistler tooted. Emtrey's clamshell head came up. "Whistler says we do have a witness." 
 Halla frowned. "Who?" 
 Tycho stood. "I can testify on my own behalf." 
 "It would be a mistake to do so, Captain. I would rip you apart on cross." 
 The R2 unit blatted rudely. 
 Tycho patted Whistler on the dome. "I agree." Emtrey canted his head to the side. "Ah, sir, Whistler was agreeing with Commander Ettyk. You're not his witness. Your testimony won't put this whole business to rest." Halla shook her head. "The only witness who could do that is dead." 
 Whistler trumpeted loudly, whirling his head full around in a circle. The droid bounced excitedly and his tone became a piercing shriek. 
 Ackbar's gavel cracked once, sharply, jerking Emtrey to attention. "Tell Whistler to calm down or I'll have a restraining bolt put on him." The little droid stopped and hummed mournfully. 
 "Now what was he talking about, Emtrey?" Whistler answered. 
 Emtrey glanced sharply down at him and gave him a
 good clout on the dome. "Make sense, Whistler. They're waiting." 
 Whistler repeated his previous answer. 
 The 3PO unit raised its arms and looked up at Ackbar. 
 "I am sorry, sir, but he makes no sense. The stress--circuits must have become polarized. He doesn't know what he's saying." 
 Ackbar sighed. "Answer my question. Who is he saying this witness is?" 
 Before Emtrey could answer, a man spoke from the
 court's open doorway. "Begging your pardon, Admiral, 1 think Whistler intends for me to be called as a witness." Ackbar's barbels twitched. From the black depths all manner of beasts can swim. "This is impossible." 
 "It wasn't easy," Corran Horn smiled, "but as for impossible, Admiral, you know impossible is what Rogue Squadron does best of all." 
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 Wedge snaprolled up on the port S-foil, then pulled the stick back to the box over his breastbone. He rolled the X-wing into a dive, then came up and around to starboard in a horizontal loop that brought him back head-to-head with the pair of eyeballs that had been bucking his exhaust. He spitted one on his crosshairs and hit the trigger, filling it with coherent light. The cockpit instantly combusted, and, trailing thick black smoke, the TIE fighter corkscrewed down to slam into a ferrocrete tower. 
 The TIE's wingman tried to avenge his partner, but Wedge never gave him a chance. He hit the left rudder pedal, pulling the aft end of the X-wing off to the right. The maneuver skidded the fighter out of the TIE's line of flight and fire. The TIE pilot tried to match the stunt, but as he did so he brought his fighter's hexagonal solar panel perpendicular to the ship's flight-line. In the vacuum of space that move would have given him a good shot at Wedge, but in atmosphere, it made the TIE jump and begin to roll. Wedge brought the X-wing up on its port stabilizers and dove after the TIE. Just as the pilot began to regain control, slowing his spin, Rogue Squadron's leader tightened up on his trigger. A quad burst of laserfire blasted the port solar panel off the fighter. The TIE began to tumble uncontrollably toward the ground, but before it could descend into the black bowels of Coruscant, it bounced off an aerial walkway and exploded. 
 Pulling back on his stick, Wedge nosed his fighter toward the sky. He wanted to feel some remorse for the pilots he'd just killed. He waited for concern to bubble up in him for the people who could have been hurt when those TIEs fell into the city below. He wanted something other than cold concentration filling him, but he didn't expect it to come. Those thoughts and emotions are normal, but normal doesn't exist at this place and time. 
 All around him TIEs and the X-wings of Rogue Squadron swooped and climbed, rolled, dove, and looped. Laserbolts, green and red, filled the air as if each fighter was a renegade cloud spitting abbreviated lightning bolts at its enemies. TIEs exploded with regularity, showering the cityscape with half-molten bits of metal and staining the sky with oily black streaks that were the mortal remains of their pilots. As exciting and dramatic as the dogfight raging above the mountain district was, Wedge remained cold and in shock. Out there a white needle stabbed skyward. The Lusankya--a Super Star Destroyer eight kilometers in length--laid waste to the area beneath which it had lain bur-ied for years. Green turbolaser bolts pounded the cityscape, freeing the ship from the ferrocrete and transparisteel prison in which it had laired. 
 Wedge knew Super Star Destroyers had only come into service after the Battle of Yavin, which meant the Lusankya had to have been created and hidden on Coruscant before the battle of Endor. Unless the constructor droids just built it there, then built over it. The idea that a hundred-squarekilometer area of the planet could have been razed and rebuilt to hide a Super Star Destroyer seemed beyond belief, especially with no one noticing the ship's insertion into the hole. Could the Emperor's power through the dark side of the Force have been sufficient to compel thousands or millions of people to forget having seen the Lusankya being buried? 
 As hideous as that idea seemed, Wedge hoped it was the truth. The likely alternative--that the Emperor had ordered the deaths of all the witnesses--seemed that much more horrible. 
 "Lead, you have a squint coming up from below." 
 "Thanks, Five." Wedge rolled to port, then dove into a looping roll that took him out and around the Interceptor's attack vector. He let his dive carry him down into the upper reaches of the city. Using control telemetry from a skyhook to keep track of the squint, he cut around one of the starraking spires and came up at it on a nearly vertical run. It started to roll to elude him, but a little left rudder kept his lasers tracking. Half the quad burst missed, shooting past the cockpit windscreen, but the other two bolts hid dead on. They cored through the Interceptor's starboard solar panel and pierced the cockpit. It fit the bottom of the starship perfectly, with openings in the hexagonal field so weapons could fire down at targets below and TIE fighters could launch from the ship's belly. Wedge frowned.  W,th the prow stabbing up into the sky, the Lusankya's thrusters ignited. Searing blue plasma vaporized huge chunks of cityscape beneath the ship's aft end. The destroyer began to move forward and upward out of the column of smoke that marked its birth. A ship that boasts a crew of over a quarter of a million individuals must have killed ten times that many lifting off. 
 The massive ship turned its attention on a skyhook floating off its starboard bow. Altering course slightly, the ship gave more of its turbolasers and ion cannons a chance to bear. A Super Star Destroyer possessed enough weaponry to reduce a city to rubble from an orbital assault. At pointblank range, the weaponless skyhook offered the gunners a deliciously easy target. 
 The turbolaser batteries in the bow started firing at the skyhook as they came into range, then the broadside assault shifted to other weapons as the ship slid past. The verdant laser-bolts came so fast and so close that whole sheets of energy seenled to pulse from the Lusankya to the skyhook. In seconds what had once been an elegant disk with an lthorian jungle paradise at its heart became a melted demilune with a forest fire crashing into the mountain district's towers. 
 As the Lusankya picked up speed, the gunners shifted their aimpoints and began firing at the upper atmosphere. Their shots hit and splashed color into the lower of the two shield spheres encasing the planet. Created to stop starship assaults from without, they proved just as powerful against an attack from within. Even so, after twenty seconds of the Lusankya's withering barrage, a hole opened in the lower shield. 
 The TIEs fighting Rogue Squadron turned and launched themselves on an intercept course for the Super Star Destroyer. Because they were not capable of entering hyperspace themselves, if they did not rendezvous with the Lusankya, they would be stuck on Coruscant. Those who weren't shot down would be taken prisoner. And if my ship bad done that much damage heading out, I'd not be expecting very gentle treatment at the hands of my enemies, either. 
 "Mynock, give me the range to the Lusankya." The droid centered an image of the Lusankya on
 Wedge's monitor, and the rangefinder showed it to be 25 kilometers distant. And it still looks that big. A shiver ran down his spine. 
 "Rogues, form up on me. We have three minutes at speed before we're right on top of the SSD. Let's harvest those remaining TIEs before she gets a chance to recover them." Wedge waited a few seconds for the cries and shouts of assent to die down. "Remember, that thing is bristling with turbolasers, ion cannons, concussion missile launchers, and tractor beams. When I call, you break off your attacks. Got it?" 
 Wedge fed shield power into his engines, boosting his speed. He saw Asyr pull up on his starboard stabilizer foil. 
 "No heroics, Flight Officer Sei'lar, I want to return that datacard to you."

 "Thank you, Commander." Asyr's X-wing pulled ahead, then sideslipped down and to port. She stayed below and behind the TIE fighter until she'd closed the range to within 250 meters, then she nosed her ship up into the eyebali's exhaust. The X-wing's lasers fired two dual offset bursts. The first grazed the inside of the port solar panel, burning two long streaks along it. The second pair of bolts stabbed in through the exhaust ports. The whole eyeball shuddered, then silvery fire jetted out through the forward cockpit canopy, killing the ship's momentum. 
 The dead TIE dropped from sight with the grace of a Hurt in freefall. 
 "Nice shooting, Deuce." 
 "Thanks, Lead." 
 Wedge glanced at the chronographic readout on his
 monitor. "Two-point-five minutes to range. Mynock, give me a warning at thirty seconds." 
 The Lusankya continued to pour fire into the planetary shields while what little ground fire that came up at it splashed harmlessly on it s shields. The midship and stern guns fought to keep the hole in the lower shield open while the bow guns blasted away at the upper shield. The ship's assault sent waves of RodJan green energy skittering along the underside of the shields. The shields held at first, then began to erode, and finally collapsed. 
 Cutting his stick to the right, Wedge followed Asyr through a banking turn that put her on a pair of TIEs. "I have the leader, Commander." 
 "I copy. I'll pick up the tail, Deuce." He widened the separation between them, then cut back hard to port as the TIEs broke and Asyr came around in a looping turn that slipped her in behind the lead TIE. She fired and melted off a third of the TIE's starboard solar panel. "Break left, Deuce!" Asyr rolled to port as the second TIE fired. Its first shots splashed harmlessly on the X-wing's aft shields, but the subsequent ones went wide. The eyeball rolled to follow Asyr, but as he leveled out he drifted straight into Wedge's sights. One burst of scarlet laserfire and the eyeball disintegrated into one long, flaming streak in the sky.

 She turned and pointed toward Tycho. "This is Captain Tycho Celchu, as loyal a son of Alderaan and the New Re-public as ever lived. He willingly chose to subject himself to a surrendering of his basic freedoms in order to bring the Empire down. Because of suspicions about what the Empire might have done to him, it was felt he could not be trusted, yet this man refused to let those suspicions prevent him from doing all he could to destroy the Empire. On numerous occasions he put his own life in jeopardy, flying unarmed into combat zones to rescue pilots who otherwise would have died.

It was a story that touched all of us because it spoke to the best in one individual and the worst in another. We mourned Corran Horn because his untimely death seemed yet one more tragedy caused by the Empire at a time when the Empire should have been decidedly less virulent. 
 "We know of Captain Celchu's innocence because of a number of things, greatest among them Corran Horn's return from the grave. He was not killed on the last day the Empire held Coruscant. He was captured instead. When Ysanne Isard could not break him and transform him into a puppet, he was placed in a prison where she intended him to live out the rest of his life. Though he had been told that a failed escape attempt would result in his death, Corran Horn risked his life to win his freedom. He alone has gotten away from Lusankya, and his escape precipitated Ysanne Isard's own departure from Coruscant." 
 Mon Mothma beckoned Corran forward, but he followed Tycho's lead, acknowledging her gesture with a slight bow and a smile. That smile remained on his face as he straightened up, though he did give Wedge a covert wink. Wedge nodded in return, pleased that both men were content with allowing the focus of the ceremony t remain on the squadron instead of shifting it to themselves. 
 "Citizens, Ysanne lsard's flight from Coruscant and her subsequent actions have given birth to more rumors than can be counted. It is true that with the resources available to her she did travel to Thyferra and support a revolution that put the Xucphra faction in charge of the bacta cartel. She does now rule there and has effective control over the output of the entire bacta cartel. Given that she introduced the Kt3tos virus to Coruscant and directed covert Imperial operations to destroy bacta storage facilities here on Coruscant, this would seem to place her in a most powerful position. Literally, it would appear that millions will live or die depending upon her whim." 
 Mon Mothma's voice took on a more serious tone. "Her action would have caused a crisis except for two things over which she had no control. One was a direct and unwitting result of her own haste in taking action against us. When she ordered the creation of the Krytos virus, she wanted a virus that would routate quickly and spread between species easily Her scientists complied with her orders, but they failed to take into account what would happen if the spread of the virus was hampered. The Krytos virus was ve'y deadly--in fact, too deadly for her plan to succeed. Infected persons died fast--in many cases too fast to be able to spread the disease very far. An illness that kills too quickly runs itself out of hosts and dies along with them. Those individuals who lasted long enough to spread the virus did so only because, as the virus mutated, it became less virulent. Since it did not kill them so quickly, they had a chance to pass it on, but it was no longer as deadly a virus as Iceheart wanted it to be. 
 "This high rate of mutation also weakened the virus's defenses. Analysis of the virus allowed a Vratix verachen to be able to synthesize a specific medication to combat the virus by growing the alazhi component of bacta in a ryll-rich environment. The resulting product, known as rylca, is now being produced in a hidden location by the New Republic. More than enough to eradicate the virus will be available here well before our bacta supply runs out." 
 Mon Mothma glanced momentarily back toward Wedge
 and he saw the glimmerings of a smile on her face. "Rogue Squadron itself did not produce the ryica, but they provided support. for the product and were instrumental in obtaining both the ryll and the bacta used to create the rylca. Qlaern Hirf is a Vratix verachen from Thyferra and is the creator of rylca. Equally instrumental in the success of this effort is the woman who transported the components for the rylca and rescued the Vratix from the most dire of circumstances, Mirax Terrik. You may have heard that Mirax was killed in the ambush at Alderman, but it appears her long association with Rogue Squadron allowed her to do the impossible as well and return from that tragedy to help us deal with the Krytos virus." 
 The New Republic's Chief Councilor led the assembly in a round of applause for both Qlaern and Mirax. The Vratix seemed utterly nonplussed by the demonstration, but Mirax blushed fiercely. She gave Wedge a fearsome stare that he recognized by virtue of having seen it many times before, and he knew what it meant.

Human and non-human, gendered or not, young, old, hale or infirm, we can only give power, we cannot take it. Stolen power evaporates and when it does, the empires that were built on it and of it collapse, never to rise again." 46
