 "That could ground our X-wing fleet for a while." 
 "Better grounded than destroyed," the President said. "Can you do this, Mr. Fardreamer?" 
 "Yes, ma'am." Cole stood. "But I think we might have a bigger problem here." Her face became perfectly still, her eyes huge, as she waited for him to elaborate. 
 "Not all the X-wings are here with the fleet. A number of them are out." She swallowed. "Do you think these need a remote detonator?"

 "Oh, Luke," she said. Then she looked up at the general. "I don't even know where he is." The general put his arm around her. "We'll find him," he said. "We have no other choice." 
 Almania loomed in his viewscreen, a large white-and-blue planet surrounded by clouds. Its three moons were smaller than Almania, and colored differently. Two had a lot of green mixed with the blue.
